REVIEW BOARD IN THE CASE OF WASIQ, ABDUL-HAQ

1. An Administrative Review Board will be convened to review your case to detenmne if your
continued detention is necessary.

2. The Administrative Review Board will conduct a comprehensive review of all reasonably
available and relevant information regarding your case. At the conclusion of this review the
Board will make a recommendation to: (1) release you to your home state; (2) transfer you to
your home state, with conditions agreed upon by the United States and your home state; or (3)
continue your detention under United States control.

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
a) Commitment:

1) The detainee stated he was first given a job working in a guest house in Kabul,
Afghanistan and after two or three months, was put in charge of the guest house. The
detainee stated he worked in the guest house about a year. After that, Ahmadullah got the
detainee a job as Deputy Minister of Intelligence after the previous Deputy Minister had
become ill and was removed from the position.

2) The detainee stated his duty as Deputy of Taliban Intelligence was to prevent unlawful
acts such as robbery, corruption, and fraad from occurring in Kabul, Afghanistan.

3) The detainee was identified as the second most senior member of a thirteen or fourteen
man Taliban security team in Kabul, Afghanistan. The main duties of the security team
were to locate and arrest thieves, robbers, and all individuals breaking Islamic law. All
members of the team carried a pistol or Kalashnikov rifle.

4) The detainee was identified as the Deputy Director of Civilian Intelligence, and all
intelligence offices in Kabul reported to the detaince. The detainee was in charge when
Qari Ahmadullah, the head of Civilian Intelligence in Afghanistan, was not in town,
Civilian Intelligence was a quasi-police organization affiliated with Taliban internal
affairs.

The detainee was identified as both an al Qaida intelligence member and the Deputy
Minister of Intelligence. The detainee placed friends in positionis within the Taliban
Intelligence Service in Kabul, Afghanistan. The detainee reported to Mullah Qari
Ahmedullah and Ahmedullah reported to Mullah Omar.

Connections/Associations:

The detainee stated he then returned home and worked on the family farm around the
time the Taliban had taken over Kabul, Afghanistan. The detainee remembered Qari
Ahmadullah, a member of his tribe, telling people to talk to him, if they wanted a job in
the Taliban government. The detainee feared conscription so he asked Ahmadullah for
help finding a job.

The detainee stated he and Qari Ahmadullah are from the same tribe, and Ahmadullah
told people to talk to him if they wanted a job in the Taliban government.

The detainee stated he reported to Qari Amadullah, the Chief of Intelligence, who in turn
reported directly to Mullah Omar.

The detainee stated his boss’s boss was Said Mohammed Haggani. The detainee stated
he often had to meet with Haqgani when Qari Amidullah (his immediate boss) would
leave o care for the Province of Takhar, where Amidullah was governor. The detainee
stated Haggani’s boss was Mohammed Hassin, who was leader of the council reporting
directly to Mullah Omar.

The detainee stated discussions with Haggani included the typical problems of expenses,
logistics and gas consumption, and unpaid wages. The detainee was also responsible for
the Logistics Department and purchased ovens, fire wood, plastic for windows, and
blankets for the Taliban.

The detainee was identified as arranging for an al Qaida member to teach the
administrators in Kabul, Afghanistan about intelligence.

The detainee was identified as appointing an individual in Hezb-e-Islami Gulbuddin as
an Intelligence Officer during the Taliban’s reign. The individual was known to report
on Coalition Force operations in an effort to facilitate the escape of Taliban groups.

a. The Hezb-e~Islami Gulbuddin was a major Mujahedin group in the war against the
Soviets. Hezb-e-Islami Gulbuddin has long established ties with Usama bin Laden,
and the group’s founder offered to shelter Usama bin Laden after he fled Sudan in
1996. The group staged small attacks in its attempt to force United States troops to -

withdraw from Afghanistan, to overthrow the Afghan Transitional Administration,
and establish a fundamentalist state.

¢} Other Relevant Data:

1} The detainee stated that in his teens or early twenties he moved to Pakistan to avoid
conscription. The detainee attended a madrasa in Quetta, Pakistan until the madrasa
closed and everyone was evicted. The detainee then went to a small mosque to continue
his education.

2) The detainee stated he wanted to be a mullah and worked at mosques all over Quetta,
Pakistan for about three years,

3) The detainee stated he used a radio to communicate with the Taliban Chief of
Intelligence, Qari Ahmadullah. The detainee stated the Taliban assumed they were being
monitored and never referred to each other by name as they could recognize each other
by voice.

4) The detainee stated he foels betrayed by the United States, as he claimed, his mission was
to locate Mullah Muhammed Omar for the Americans to kill or capture. The detainee
stated if the Americans had not arrested him, they might have captured Mullah Omar and
the detainee's supervisor, Qari Amadullah, head of Taliban Intelligence.

5) The detainee stated he headed back to his home village when the Americans started
bombing. The detainee stated he was called on a satellite phone formerly owned by Qari
Ahmedullah, by a man the detainee knew as a Mujahedin during the war with the Soviet
Union. The detainee stated he met the man in person, and the man said the Americans
wanted help locating Mullah Omar. The detainee stated he contacted the Americans,
who asked him if he wanted to help, to which the detainee answered yes. The detainee
stated he went to meet the Americans in Ghazni and was arrested.

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:

a) The detainee denied having any knowledge of the attacks in the United States prior to their
execution on September 11th and also denied knowledge of any rumors or plans of future
attacks on the United States or United States interests.

b) The detainee stated he is willing to help the United States in any way possible.

¢) The detainee stated he joined the Taliban under duress as everyone was expected to volunteer
after the Taliban captured Kabul, Afghanistan. The detainee denied working with anyone in

al Qaida and did not have contact with any other radical Islamic groups. The detainee denied

having had any involvement with the Hezb-e-Gulbuddin movement in Afghanistan, The
detainee stated he considered al Qaida to be a group of outsiders since it is an Arabie group.

d) The detainee stated he was unaware of al Qaida training in Kabul, Afghanistan because he
did not work with al Qaida. '

¢) The detainee denied any affiliation with al Qaida or Arabs. The detainee insisted his job
 within the Taliban intelligence division was solely logistical by nature and had no control
over intelligence operations.

f) The detainee staied he was not aware of any Arab guesthouses.

g) The detainee denied any knowledge of a meeting in which an al Qaida member provided
training to divisional leaders of the Talibaf Ministry of Intelligence.

5. You will be afforded a meaningful opportunity to be heard and to present information to the
Board; this includes an opportunity to be physically present at the proceeding. The Assisting
Military Officer (AMO) will assist you in reviewing all relevant and reasonably available
unclassified information regarding your case. The AMO is not an advocate for or against
continued detention, nor may the AMO form a confidential relationship with you or represent
you in any other matter.

The detainee stated he did not remember how much time he spent as a soldier, but he
estimated his time with the Taliban spanned three years. (DMO-18)

The detainee stated he fought on the front lines at Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan, as a
Taliban fighter. As the front lines fell, the detainee stated he moved with a majority of
the remaiming fighters to another area of Afghanistan, to reestablish the front lines.
(DMO-19)

Connections/Associations

The detainee stated he replaced the governor of the Balkh Province in Afghanistan as he
was one of a very few tribal members who could read and write. The detainee stated he
held this position for about 810 10 months. The detainee received the title of Mullah due
to his education and political position. (DMO-19)

The detainee stated his job was to guard the governor of Mazar-e-Sharif and further
stated that he was a soldier. The detainee also took notes and did housework for the
governor. (DMO-16)

The detainee stated that when the governor left to go to another city in Afghanistan, the
governor told the detainee to continue to run the government as normal. The detainee
stated that he was not elected as the governor and he did not consider himself the
governor. (DMO-33)

As of early November 2003, while he was the Taliban Zone Chief, the detainee provided
assistance to a friend who was using profits from the sale of narcotics to provide material
support to the Taliban and al Qaida. The detainee had given him money and provided
him with a money exchange shop. (DMO0-34)

Reportedly, the detainee was the Taliban leader in charge of a district in Afghanistan.
(DMO-22)

Reportedly, the detainee was the Taliban commander of all of northern Afghanistan,
(DMO0-23)

The detainee stated that while traveling from one city to another in Afghanistan he met
with an individual. The detainee and the individual agreed to negotiate their surrender,
(DMO-13)

a. Reportedly, the individual was the Chief of Statf for the Taliban army. (DMO-

20)

1) The detainee stated his job with the security police in Kabul, Afghanistan, required him to
stand guard duty at buildings. The detainee stated he was armed with a Kalashnikov. The
detainee denied ever receiving any training for this position. The detainge stated that by the
age of 14, all young men in Afghanistan know how to shoot a Kalashnikov. The detainge
stated that he never learned how to take the weapon apart, but he knew how to use it. (DMO-

Reportedly, the detainee had command of approximately 150 armed Taliban troops and
one helicopter. (DMO-25)

4. Factors Favoring Release or Transfer:

The detainee stated he did not and does not consider himself an enemy of the United
States, The detainee has never beligved the United States is an enemy of Afghanistan,

" The detainee stated he never fought or shot a gun at anyone and no one ever shot at him.

The detainee stated he has had no enemies in Afghanistan. (DMO-18)

The detaines stated he only heard of Usama bin Laden on the radio and has never seen
Usama bin Laden. The detainee stated he did not know much about Usama bin Laden,
only that he has caused a lot of pain to the Afghan people. (DMO-33)

The detainee stated that he is not against the United States in any way. If he were
allowed to refurn home, the detainee would aftempt to obtain a position in the new
government with the hopes of being able to provide for his family. The detainee would
hold nothing against the United States and would not give support to anyone who was
against the United States. (DMO-14)

The detainee stated he simply served as a clerk to the governor, and then later was left in
charge when the governor left. The detainee stated that at the end he was the acting
governor, (DMO-18)

The detainee continually denied any affiliation with the Taliban and stated that he never
worked for them. (DMO-32)

1. An Administrative Review Board will be convened to review your case to determine if your
continued detention is necessary.

2. The Administrative Review Board will conduct a comprehensive review of all reasonably
available and relevant information regarding your case, At the conclusion of this review the
Board will make a recommendation to: (1) release you to your home state; (2} transfer you to
your home state, with conditions agreed upon by the United States and your home state; or (3)
continue vour detention under United States control.

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
a) Commitment

1) The detainee stated that he studied in the Rabinyan Madrasa in Quetta,
Pakistan, After studying six years in Pakistan, the detainee joined the Taliban
movement at the request of the director of the Madrasa.

2) The detainee stated he was made commander of the Taliban organization in the
Takhar Province of Afghanistan by the Minister of Defense.

3) The detainee stated he was responsible for deployment of approximately 3000
military troops to specific front line locations in the Takhar Province of Afghanistan.
The detainee stated he worked directly for the Taliban Defense Minister and an
individual responsible for foreign troop deployment.

4) The detainee stated that he fought with the Taliban to take control of Kabul and
remained there to defend the city and stabilize the defensive lings between the
Taliban and Northern Alliance Forces.

5) Reportedly, the detainee visited all the commanders on the front line and received
status reports. One of the Taliban Army Commanders he visited told the detainee
everything was in order and that he would support his orders to launch an attack
against the Northern Alliance.

b) Connections/Associations

1) Reportedly, the Taliban supreme leader considered the detainee his top solider. In the
war against the Northern Alliance, the detainee was responsible for widespread
afrocities against noncombatants,

2) Reportedly, the 22nd division was composed of 1,100 foreign fighters. The 22nd
division received all their funding and logistical support from the Taliban Ministry of
Defense. The 22nd division received its orders from the detainee and the Taliban
Minister of Defense.

3) The detainee stated he was a Taliban Forces Commander and Chief of Staff. The
detainee further stated he oversaw several subordinate commanders, The detainee and
subordinate commanders received funds from the Defense Ministry in Kabul to
locally purchase supplies.

¢} Training

1. {U) Reportedly, the detainee is the commander of all Taliban Troops from several
provinces in Afghanistan. Reportedly, detainee was directly subordinate to the Taliban
Minister of Defense,

2. The detainee stated he spent one and a half years in Kandahar, Afghanistan working in
various positions within the Taliban Ministry of Defense before moving to Kabul,
Afghanistan,

d) Other Relevant Data

1} The detainee stated he was in Balkh providence delivering weapons and food to
troops in preparation to engage opposition forces when he was ordered by the Taliban
Minister of Defense to surrender to the Northern Alliance Commander.

2) The detainge stated he surrendered to the Northern Alliance believing that he and his
3,000-5,000 Taliban troops would be allowed to go home after turning over their
weapons.

3) On 28 November 2001, the detainee surrendered to Northern Alliance Commander,

4y In early December 2001, the Northern Alliance Commander transported the detainee,
and several other Taliban Commanders to a jail in Sheberghan, Afghanistan,

5) The Iranian Government representative accused the detainee of having been directly
involved in the deaths of Iranian delegates. These deaths allegedly occurred when the
Taliban overran Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan in Aug 1998.

6) The detainee reportedly proposed a plan to send an assassination team to try and kill
the Northern Alliance Commander. The detainee reportedly recruited 15 persons and
gave each instructions to assassinate him if the opportunity presented itself.

7) Reporiedly, the detainee has continued to spread anti-Afghan government and
anti-United States messages among detainees at JTF-GTMO. The detainee was
reported as one of several detainees at JTF-GTMO who would likely pose a threat to
the Afghan government if released.

The detainee stated his soldiers did not train or attend any training camps. The detainee
further stated that he was unaware of any military training camps in Afghanistan.

The detainee denied any involvement in the deaths caused in an alleged massacre during
an assault on Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan. The detainee stated he was in a Kabul
hospital, recovering from shrapnel wound to his right foot during the assault on Mazar-e-

Sharif.

The deétainee stated that there were no orders to assassinate the Northern Alliance
Commander, but if he were killed it wounld be due to the war; it was almost impossible to
get close enough to the Northern Alliance Commander to assassinate him.

The detainee denied having any prior knowledge of the attacks in the United States prior
to their execution on September 11, 2001 and also denied knowledge of any rumors or
plans of future attacks on the US or ifs interests.

The detainee stated he never met Usama bin Laden or any of the al Qaida leadership or
roembers.

The detainee stated that the attacks on the United States were not part of the jihad he was
fighting, and if he were released, he would not want to go back to Afghanistan, Instead,
the detainee would want to go to Saudi Arabia to raise his family. He did not want to be
part of any more fighting.

The detainee denied he served in any senior position, to include Chief of Staff, with the

. Taliban. The detainee stated he was a commander of 50-100 Taliban troops. After his

surrender, the detainee stated he was in charge of approximately 2500-3000 Taliban
soldiers.

1. An Administrative Review Board will be convened to review your case to determine if your
continued detention is necessary.

2. The Administrative Review Board will conduct a comprehensive review of all reasonably
available and relevant information regarding your case. At the conclusion of this review the
Board will make a recommendation to: (1) release you to your home state; (2) transfer you to
your home state, with condifions agreed upon by the United States and your home state; or (3)
continue your detention under United States control.

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
a) Commitment

1) The detaines stated he attended a religious school in Yemen. The detainee stated he
decided to go to Afghanistan in order to teach the people there the right ways of
Islam.

2} The detainee stated he located a Sheikh and asked if the fatwa calling for jihad was
legitimate. The detainee stated the Sheikh confirmed the legitimacy of the fatwa and
gave the detainee one thousand United States dollars as funding for his trip.

a, Reportédly, this Sheikh told others that it was a good thing for Muslims to go
fight jihad. Further, the Sheikh reportedly stated that if a Muslim's health prevents
him from jihad he must support it financially, and if not financially, then he must
pray.

3) The detainee stated that the Sheikh had sent the detainee and another Yemeni to
Afghanistan, under the pretense of teaching Arabic to the people of Afghanistan.

4) The detainee stated he was also encouraged to go ;ii) Afghanistan by another Sheikh,
who gave the detainee one thousand United States dollars to travel.

5) The detainee stated that in March 2001, he decided to leave for Afghanistan. The
detainee traveled to Dubai, United Arab Emirates, to Karachi, Pakistan, to Quetta,
Pakistan, and then to Kandahar, Afghanisten.

6) The detainee stated he stayed in Kandahar, Afghanistan for six days and then
traveled from Kandahar to Kabul, Afghanistan,

7) The detainee stated he met up with a group of 31 other Arabs who were guided by
three Afghan males. The detainee stated the group traveled by foot arriving in
Parchinar, Pakistan after eight days. The detainee stated he no longer had his
passport or any money by this time.

a. Reportedly, the al Qaida operative who designed an escape route for al Qaida
Arabs to flee Afghanistan to Pakistan did not allow any Arabs to travel via this route
carrying documentation, promising them he would send their documents later.

8) The detainee stated he was picked up by Pakistani police while crossing the border
with 30 Arabs and taken to a prison in Peshawar, Pakistan.

9} Reportedly, the Pakistani warden of the prison informed the group that the best thing
they could tell United States Forces when interrogated was that they were in
Afghanistan to teach the Koran and for a Dawa (religious studies).

10) The detainee was reportedly identified as traveling with three individuals while
fleeing Afghanistan. When they were asked what they were doing in Afghanistan,
they each stated they were there to teach the Koran. It was later identified that these
stories, including the detainee’s, were false.

11) The detainee reportedly came from a section of Aden that has historically been
closely aligned with IJsama bin Laden. The detainee reportedly was known for
carrying not only an AK-47, but also a black 9mm Makarov pistol, manufactured for
the Russian Army.

12) The detainee was reportedly on the front lines in Kabul, Afghanistan, around 1999,

13) The detainee was reportedly in Tora Bora, Afghanistan, and had been Muyjahedin for
a long time. The detainee was reportedly at both a guest house and at Usama bin
Laden’s house in Kandahar, Afghanistan,

14) The detainee reportedly was at a guest house in Kabul, Afghanistan in early 2001,
15) The detainee reportedly may have been a lower Emir in the Kandahar guest house.

The detainee was identified as being an al Qaida member believed to have been in
Afghanistan,

The detainee’s name was in a file containing a list of names and associated safety
deposit boxes saved to a floppy disk recovered from raids of a suspected al Qaida
safe house.

A senior al Qaida operative stated the detainee was a bodyguard in Kandahar,
Afghanistan before the 11 September 2001 attacks. This senior al Qaida operative
stated the last time he saw the detainee was during the bombing of Tora Bora,
Afghanistan in late 2001.

The detainec reportedly was a guard for Usama bin Laden and was with Usama bin
Laden in Tora Bora, Afghanistan. The detainee reportedly ate with Usama bin
Laden and had a close relationship with him.

The detainee recognized photos of four U.S.8. Cole suspects. Two of the suspects
stated that they also knew the detainee well,

The detainee stated he knew two people who were associated with the U.S.S. Cole
bombing in Yemen, The detainee stated one individual was a local Imam in Aden,
Yemen, The detainee stated the other individual was a personal friend of the
detainee. ’

Reportedly, the detainee was in Afghanistan for jihad and training.
The detainee was listed as a scheduled participant in a tactics class.

The detainee was identified as being al Qaida. The detainee was identified as being
in Kabul, Afghanistan in 1999, at the al Farouq carnp and later in Tora Bora,
Afghanistan on the front lines fighting against the Northern Alliance.

a. Reportedly, the al Farouq Training Camp in Afghanistan was funded by al Qaida
and therefore more advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan, The training
at al Farouq consists of two week periods of weapons training, a basic commando
course, topography, and explosives.

The detainee reportedly attended advanced training at Tarnak Farms.

a. Tarnak Farms was the headquarters of the Taliban forces, headed by Mullah
Omar and the al Qaida terrorist organization headed by Usama bin Laden.

The detainee stated that he went to Afghanistan where he could be part of the jthad
and make some money.

1. An Adninistrative Review Board will be convened to review your case to determine if your
continued detention is necessary.

2. The Administrative Review Board will conduct a comprehensive review of all reasonably
available and relevant information regarding your case. At the conclusion of this review the
Board will make a recommendation to: (1) release you to your home state; (2) transfer you to
your home state, with conditions agreed upon by the United States and your home state; or (3)
continge your detention under United States control.

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
1) Commifment

1) The detainee stated that he traveled to Afghanistan in June 2001 due to a fatwa
issued by a Sheikh.

a. The Sheikh in the previous bullet was responsible for the jihadist movement in
Yemen. The jihadist movement recognized Usama bin Laden as their leader.

2) The detainee stated he considered going to Afghanistan to fight with the
Taliban against the Northern Alliance,

3} The detainee stated that he and his cousin decided to travel to Afghanistan to seek
martyrdom fighting for their faith.

4) The detainee stated in a village just outside of the city of Xhost, Pakistan, he met a
Principal of a school and mosque. It was at this school that the detainee served as teacher
for approximately thirty 12 and 13 year old students. The detainee stated he
communicated to the Afghani children firough the school’s Principal who was fluent in
Arabic.

5) The detainee stated he saved his money, from his teaching job, and sold his car to finance
the trip. The detainee stated that he began his trip with 14,000 Saudi Riyals.

6) The detainee stated he traveled from Saudi Arabia to al Hudaydah, Yemen to make travel
arrangements. The detainee stated that in Hudaydah, Yemen, he met with someone who
helped him get a passport and visa,

7) The detainee claimed that he went to Yemen 1o make arrangements and flew from
Yemen to Pakistan, where the detainee stayed for three days in a Taliban guest house.

8) The detainee stated that he left the guest house and was taken across the border by
Taliban fighters and taken into Afghanistan where he stayed at another Taliban guest
house. The detainee stated he stayed at this guest house for one and a half months and
then traveled with four or five other Arabs, north to Kabul, Afghanistan, to another
Taliban guest house. The detainee stated they stayed for one night and then drove north
in a Taliban vehicle for several hours until they got to the Khalid Center, near Bagram,
Afghanistan.

9) The detainee was reportedly fighting for the overall military leader in the Tora Bora
mountains.

10) The detainee was reportedly a Mujahedin for a long time and the detainee acted as
Imam at a Kandahar, Afghanistan, guest house. The detainee reportedly held this
position because he had memorized the Koran and knew it better than anyone else at the
guest house. :

b) Connections/Associations

1} The detainee siated that he contacted his uncle, who thereafter contacted an individual to
assist the detainee with his travels to Afghanistan,

a. Theindividual that assisted with the detainee's travels to Afghanistan was the head of
the Islah Party and was a major shareholder in Sabaa Bank. The Sabaa bank was the
main bank for channeling funds to Islamic Terrorists.

2) The detainee was reportedly a member of Usama bin Laden's security detail and the
detainee was in Afghanistan for jihad and training.

3) The detainee was reportedly a bodyguard for Usama bin Laden, and was reportedly seen
with Usama bin Laden approximately one month before Ramadan.

4) An al Qaida operative stated that he met the detainee in 1998, in a small training
camp in Khowst, Afghanistan, and also stated that the detainee was one of Usama
bin Laden's bodyguards.

Training

1) The detainee stated he learned to use the AK-47 when he was 8 or 9 and claims to
be a good marksman.

2) The detainee stated that he was to the Khalid Center in Afghanistan. There the detainee
stated that he received several hours training in the operation and firing of rocket-
propelled grenades. The detainee stated he fired one rocket-propelled grenade during the
training, and that he declined {raining on the Kalashnikov rifle, as he was already famaliar
from previous experience in Yemen. ¢

3) The detainee reportedly attended basic training at the al Farouq fraining camp.

a. Reportedly, the al Farouq Training Camp was funded by al Qaida and therefore was
more advanced than the other camps in Afghanistan, The training at al Farougq
consists of two week periods of weapons training, basic commando course,
topography, and explosives.

4) An al Qaida operative stated that the detainee had participated in the hand-to-hand
combat training at Mes Aynak.

a. Reportedly, the basic trainees at the Aynak Training Camp, South of Kabul,
Afghanistan, received weapons training on Kalashnikov rifles, PK Machine guns,
Racket Propelled Grenades, and Hand grenades. The trainees were taught how to
perform maintenance on each weapon,

.5) Reportedly, the detainee atiended basic training at the Kbalden Training Camp.

a. Reportedly, new jthadists arrived at the Khalden training camp every week. The four
courses taught at the Khalden camp included basic weapons training for two weeks,
artillery training for approximately one week, topography training for one to two
weeks, and military tactics training for approximately four weeks.

d) Intent

1) The detainee stated that he was issued a Kalashnikov rifle, four magazines and two
grenades at the Khalid Center and then transported fo Omar Saif Center. At Omar Saif
Center, the detainee was assigned to a middle line position. The detainee stated that he
stayed there five to six months,

a. Reportedly, the Americans bombed the front lings in an air raid and killed many
people in the group, or area known as Omar Saif,

2) The detainee stated he went to a center and assisted in loading horses into trucks for
transportation to Tajikistan. The detainee stated he then traveled to Talogan,
Afghanistan, where he met the horses and accompanied them to the front lines near
Khvajeh Ghar, Afghanistan, where he remained for two to three months.

a. Reportedly, the center referenced in the above bullet was located in Kabul,
Afghanistan, and was used fo support Taliban fighters. It was also reported that the
center provided Taliban fighters returning from the front lines a place to rest and relax
by housing them in barracks.

3) Reportedly, the detainee was seen as a truck driver on the front lines north of Kabul
fighting the Northern Alliance.

4} Reportedly, the detainee was seen with Usama bin Laden approximately one month
before Ramadan in 2001 in the Ktal region of Afghanistan.

e) Other Relevant Data

1) Reportedly, three individuals accompanied Usama bin Laden when he left Tora Bora,
Afghanistan, and thirty others departed the area afier Usama bin Laden had left. The
detainee was among these thirty individuals and was subsequently arrested.

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:

a) The detainee stated he had no affiliation with al Qaida and indicated he never saw or was
in the presence of Usama bin Laden or any other high ranking al Qaida personnel.

b) The detainee stated he had no previous knowledge of the attacks in the United States prior
to their execution on September 11th and also denied knowledge of any rumors or plans
of future attacks on the United States or United States' Interests.

¢) The detainee stated he did not serve as a body guard for Usama bin Laden.

Karachi, Pakistan to Afghanistan.

Designated Military Officer; (3.8.3) The detainee stated he made arrangements to fly to Pakistan
then make his way to Afghanistan to teach Islam.

Detainee: [No response.]

Designated Military Officer: (3.2.4) The detainee stated he received about 35,000 Yemeni Riyals
from a Sheikh and tock a bus from Sanaa, Yemen, to Dubai, United Arat Emirates. He then
flew to Karachi, Pakistan.

Detainee (through translator): [No response.]

Designated Military Officer: (3.2.5) The detainee stated he met with the Imam of Khowst,
Afghanistan, who collected his passport and visa. The Imam sent him to a village to instruct the
local population in reading the Koran.

Correction, Individuals who attended the close combat course at Mes Aynak training
camp were identified as not having to swear bayat to Usama bin Laden or al Qaida. If an
individual was going on an operation, that individual was identified as swearing his willingness
to be killed for Allah. The detaince was identified as swearing bayat.

Detainee (through translator): That’s not true. That’s, I mean, we as a Muslim, this bayat oath is
not given you know, to any you know regular person. Only for the, you know, state minister, or
something that can make that kind of decision.

Presiding Officer: Ouly a high official could give that?

Detainee (through translator): Yea, only the person who can make up something like that, or
come up with, say something like that.

Designated Military Officer: (3.d.2) The Pakistani warden reportedly informed the detainge that
the best thing they could tell United States forces when interrogated was they were in
Afghanistan to teach the Koran and for religious studies.

Detainee (through translator): That’s true.

Designated Military Officer: (4.d) The detainee stated that Usama bin Laden should be hung for
such acts.

Detainee (through translator): No, I never said this thing,
Presiding Officer: Do you have other response to the unclassified summary?
Detainee (through translator): No, I have said what I have so far.

The Presiding Officer confirmed that none of the members desired more time to review the
Unclassified Summary.

The Designated Military Officer confirmed that he had no further unclassified information
and requested a closed session to present classified information relevant fo the disposition of
the Detainee.

d. (U) The ARB confirmed a translator who spoke the same language a3 the detainee was
present during the AMO’s interview, Additionally, the ARB confirmed the Unclassified
Summary of Evidence was read and franslated to the detainee, and the detainee understood
the process.

e. (U) The unclassified portion of the proceedings was adjourned. The ARB convened the
classified session and the DMO presenied the Classified Summary., The ARB panel
members reviewed the classified exhibits and closed the session for deliberation.

f. (U) The ARB has complied with the Detainee Treatment Act of 2005. In making a
determination of status or disposition of this detainee, the ARB has assessed, to the extent
practicable, whether any statement derived from or relating to this detainee was obtained as a
result of coercion; and the probative value, if any, of any such statement. In addition, any
new evidence that became available relating to the enemy combatant status of this detainee
was considered.

2) The detainee stated he traveled to Sadsh, Yemen, to meet the religious scholar. The
detainee stated the religious scholar informed him about the Dawa and gave the detainee
5,000 Saudi Riyals (811,000 United States dollars) to help him with his travels. The
detainee stated the religious scholar told him to go to Khowst, Afghanistan.

3) The detainee stated he decided to sell his motor taxi business and used the money to pay
a bribe for a Yemeni passport with 1969 as his date of birth, making him too old to enlist
in the Army. The detainee stated at the Pakistani Embassy he was told he was forbidden
to get a visa without having proper working or medical papers. The detainee stated he
paid an unknown doctor for a document stating he needed medical treatment, and then
went to the Pakistani Embassy where he presented his passport, medical document and
money to get a visa,

4) The detainee stated he decided to go to Afghanistan for the first time and bought an
airline ticket to Karachi, Pakistan.

The detainee stated he walked across the
border, and then took a taxi to Khowst, Afghanistan,

5) The detainee stated he met 2 man in Khowst, Afghanistan, The detainee stated they
decided they would teach together in and around Khowst and Kabul, Afghanistan. The
detainee stated they taught and traveled together for about eight months in 1999, The
detainee stated he ran out of money and returned to Taiz, Yemen, by the same outgoing
route.

6) The detainee stated that in February 2001, he decided to go back to Afghanistan to teach
the Koran, The detainee stated he went the same route to Afghanistan as he did on his
first trip, Sanaa, Yemen, to Karachi, Pakistan, via plane; to Peshawar, Pakistan by bus; to
Miram Shah, Pakistan, by taxi and to Khowst, Afghanistan, by foot.

7) The detainee stated he continued to teach until Khowst, Afphanistan, fell to the
opposition forces and he was advised to go back to Pakistan. The detainee stated the
Miram Shah Crossing was blocked, and a friend-drove him to a small village in a valley
and arranged for an Afghani guide to lead the detainee to Peshawar, Pakistan. The
detainee stated he traveled with the guide for eight days and left.

8) The detainee stated he met 30 unknown people fleeing Afghanistan and walked with
them and other Afghani guides toward the Pakistani border. The detainee stated the
‘guides told them to go through the border checkpoint and the guides would walk around
and meet them on the other side in Pakistan. The detainee stated the Afghans walked
around the border crossing and informed the Pakistani police about them and they were
arrested at the border.

9) Reportedly, the detainee lived and fought in the Talogan area of Northern Afghanistan
and lived at a safe house located three kilometers from the front line.

a. Reportedly, the man who owned the safe house mentioned in the above statement
created his own camp and his own guest house in Kabul, Afghanistan, Reportedly,
this man reported directly to Usama bin Laden and his duties were to finance the
training, obtain supplies and indoctrinate the new recruits.

10) Reportedly, the detainee’s duties in Jalalahad, Afehanistan, were to transport clothing and
supplies from Jalalabad to Tora Bora.

11) Reportedly, the detainee was in Tora Bora.

8. Reportedly, the Ghulam Bacha guest house was owned and operated by al Qaida, and
it was used by al Qaida members from Saudi Arabia, Yemen, Irag and Libya.

b) Training
1) The detainee stated he attended the Dimaj Institute in Yemen.

2) An al Qaida operative stated he first saw the detainee at al Farouq Training Camp in
Afghanistan, The detainge would drive the route from the front line o the mountains
once a week with food for the brothers in the mountains and to move brothers back and
forth from the front lines to the mountains.

a. Reportedly, the man mentioned in the above staternent participated in attacks on the
United States Embassy in Somalia and the attacks on United States Forces in
Mogadishu, Somalia, and had knowledge of explosives.

b. Reportedly, the al Faroug Training Camp in Afghanistan was funded by al Qaida and
therefore more advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan. Reportedly, the
training at al Farouq consisted of two-week periods of weapons training, a basic
commando course, topography and explosives.

1)} Reportedly, the detainee was a suspected member of al Qaida due to his association with
the Kandahar Airport group. Reportedly, it was well known that individuals associated
with the Kandahar airport were automatically associated with being 2 member of Usama
bin Laden’s group.

2) Reportedly, the detainee was a friend with a man who worked for Usama bin Laden.

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:

a) The detainee stated he had no problem with America or Americans. The detainee stated
that if he were released, he intended to get a job in Yemen and get married.

b) The detainee stated he underwent no military-style training and attended no training
camps in Afghanistan. The detainee stated he never handled or fired a weapon in
Afghanistan and never fought in Afghanistan.

¢) The detainee stated he was not a member of al Qaida or the Taliban.

The detainee stated he did not participate in any fighting or receive any weapons training
either before or during his trip to Afghanistan. The detainee stated he did not know the
locations of any terrorist training camps. (DMO-34)

The detainee stated his brother, Riyadh, had never been to Afghanistan, and was not
affilinted with al Qaida or the Taliban, (DMO-34)

The detainee was reportedly hesitant of fighting against the Northern Alliance, The
detainee reportedly did not know whether to go to the Islamic Institute or to go to the
front lines to fight. (DMO-16)

The detainee stated he did not attend the al Farouq training camp and did not participate
in any military fraining while in Afghanistan. The detainee denied being an Usama bin
Laden bodyguard, denied swearing bayat to Usama bin Laden, and stated he never saw

anyone swear bayat to Usama bin Laden, (DMO-35)

The detainee stated he had no prior knowledge of the September 11 terrorist attacks in the
United States and never heard any rumors concerning these same attacks. (DMO-13)

The detainee stated he did not know anyone affiliated with al Qaida, although he has
heard of the organization. {DMO-34)

5. You will be afforded a meaningful opportunity to be heard and to present information to the
Board; this includes an opportunity to be physically present at the proceeding. The Assisting
Military Officer (AMO) will assist you in reviewing all relevant and reasonably available
unclassified information regarding your case.

Summary of Administrative Review Board Proceedings for ISN§32

The Administrative Review Board was called to order at 1004 hours on 23 June 2008,
The Detainee entered the proceedings.

Presiding Officer: Good Morning,

Presiding Officer: Is the correct pronunciation of your name Farug Ali Ahmed?
Detainee (through linguist): Yes ma’am

The Presiding Officer announced the convening authority and purpose of the Administrative
Review Board proceedings.

The Designated Military Officer (DMQ) was sworn,

The Board Reporter, Linguist, Assisting Military Officer (AMO) and Board Members were
SWOTH, ‘

The Presiding Officer asked the Detainee if he wished to make a statement under oath.
{Muslim oath offered).

The Detainee declined the vath.

The Presiding Officer read the hearing instructions to the Detginee and confirmed that he
understood.

Presiding Officer: Farug Ali Ahmed do you understand this process?
Detainee (through linguist): Yes ma’am.

The Assisting Military Officer presented the Nofification of the Decision of the AREB, Exhibit
EC-A, to the Administrative Review Board.

The Assisting Military Officer presented the Enemy Combatant Election Form, Exhibit EC-B,
to the Administrative Review Board.

The Assisting Military Officer read the AMO Comments from the Enemy Combatant Election
Form, Exhibit EC-B,

The detainee’s ARB interview was conducted on 17 June 2008 with a follow up interview on 19
June 2008. After reviewing the ARB’s purpose and procedures, the Arabic translated
Unclassified Summary of Evidence was read to the detainee. When asked if he wanted to attend
the ARB, present a written or oral statement, or have the AMO speak on his behalf, the detainee
was initially noncommittal, however later stated he would attend the ARB and have the AMO

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read a statement on his behalf. The detainee was polite and attentive throughout the interview,
Copies of both the English and Arabic translated Unclassified Summary of Evidence, were
handed to the detainee according to the JDG Standard Operating Procedures. The AMO also
provided the DG with e-mail confirmation of the document delivery,

Additional Comments:
The detainee appearcd at his interview wearing a tan uniform,

The Designated Military Officer presented the Unclassified Summary of Evidence, Exhibit
DMO-1 (and DMO-2) to the Administrative Review Board.

The Designated Military Officer stated that a copy of these exhibits had been previously
distributed to the Assisting Military Officer and Detainee.

The Presiding Officer noted from the Enemy Combalant Election Form that the Detainee did
not want to respond to the information from the Unclassified Summary.

Detainee (through linguist): But I did write a statement.

The Designated Military Officer gave a brief description of the conients of the Unclassified
Summary of Evidence, Exhibit DMO-1, to the Administrative Review Board.

Designated Military Officer reads Exhibit DMO-1.

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
3. a. Commitment

3.a. 1. The detainee stated he attended the Furquan Institute in Taiz, Yemen for
approximately three years beginning in 1998,

3. a. 1. a. The Furquan Institute was something of a meeting and recruiting ground for
jihadists in Yemen. Many Yemeni al Qaida members have links to the instifute,
specifically a number of the al Qaida members involved in the 12 October 2002
attack on the USS Cole.

3.a, 2. The detainee stated that in approximately March 2001 an individual provided
approximately 500 United States dollars and a plane ticket to support the detainee
on a trip to Afghanistan to perform missionary work.

3. a. 3. The detainee stated the individual gave him instructions to go to Quetta, Pakistan
and ask a taxi to take him to the Taliban office in Quetta,
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3. a. 3. a. The Daftar Taliban Office in Quetta helped Arabs cross the border into
Afghanistan by coordinating travel and lodging for a fee.

3. a. 4. The detainee stated he traveled by plane from Taiz, Yemen to Karachi, Pakistan
then by bus to Quetta. In Queita the detainee went to the Taliban office. The next
day the detainee went to Kandahar, Afghanistan, where he stayed for three days
before continuing on to Kabul, Afghanistan.

3. a, 5. The detainee stated he met an individual at the Wazir Akbar Khan Mosque in
Kabul. The detainee stated the mosque was frequentied mostly by Afghanis, some
of them armed with AK-47s. The detainee taught at the mosque from
approximately May 2001 to August 2001.

3.a. 5. a. The detainee stated the individual he met used to work for the Taliban. The
detainee gave him his passport for safe keeping.

3. a. 5. b. The Wazir Akbar neighborhood in Kabul was cleared of its residents by the
Taliban in order to house high-level Taliban officials and Arabs.

3. a. 6. The detdinee stated that while in Kabut he lived in a two story house run and
occupied by Afghans.

3. a. 6, a. The detainee stated the house was for Taliban officials to live in while on
business in Kabul.

3.a.7. The detainee stated that in approximately August 2001 the individual told him he
should teach in Khowst, Afghanistan. The individual took the detainee to a
village near Khowst and to the Abu al Hanifa Mosque {NFI]. The detainee
stated he lived and taught at the mosque for approximately 4 months,

3.a 8. The detainee was identified as being at Usama bin Laden’s private airport in
Kandahar holding an AK-47 and wearing camouflaged clothing.

3.a.9. The detainee was identified as being at the Dar Al Aman house in Kabul and on
the front lines.

3.a.9.a The Dar Al-Amn safe house in Kabul acted as a staging area for the
transportation of Taliban fighters moving to the front lines of Kabul and
Konduz, Afghanistan. Afghani and Arab fighters routinely passed through
this location to transition from one assignment to another.

3. b. Connections/Associations
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3.b. 1. A document listing 324 Arabic names, aliases, and nationalities was recovered
from safe house raids associated with suspected al Qaida in Pakistan. This
document lists the detainee’s name.

3.b. 2. The detainee stated he came into contact with many Taliban officials during his
time at the Wazir Akbar Khan Mosque in Kabul,

3. ¢. Traiuing

3. c. 1. The detainee was identified as having attended the al Farouq training camp.

3. c. 1. a. The al Farougq training camp was funded by al Qaida and therefore was
more advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan. The basic training
class at al Farouq consisted of weapons training, a basic commando course,
topography, and explosives.

3.c. 2. Thedetainee was identified as being scen frequently in a house in Kabul where
there were many Arab fighters and Taliban commanders. The detainee would
go 1o the al Karga Training Camp for explosives training. This camp was
located at the edge of Kabul in an industrial area surrounded by a forest.

3.¢.2.a. Karga Camp, located in Kabul, was a poison and explosives training
facility. Al Qaida members also trained at the camp. .

3. d. Other Relevant Data

3.d. 1. The detainee stated that in December 2001 he was told it was too dangerous for
him in Afghanistan and he should leave.

3.d.2. The detainee was told, soldiers were in Kabul and would kill any Arabs or other
foreigners they found there. On the way to the border the detainee recognized
some fellow Yemeni men in a group of refugees and asked to be left with that
group.

3.d.3. The detainee stated the group walked for about 8 days to the border town of
Barashina, Pakistan. After crossing the border the detainee swrendered to
Pakistani militia or military.

3.d. 4. The detainee stated he was captured with approximately 30 people.

3.d. 5. The detainee was identified as being captured while trying to cross into Pakistan
from Afghanistan in 15 December 2001 with 30 suspected al Qaida members.

3.d. 6. The detainee was reportedly 2 Yemeni mujahedin captured at Tora Bora,
Afghanistan.

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:
4. a. The detaince stated he had no weapon or military training of any kind.
4.b. The detainee stated he has no knowledge of al Qaida or Usama bin Laden.

4. c. The detainee stated the only time he saw Taliban troops with weapons was at the
market in Kabul,

4.d. The detainee stated he was not a bodyguard for Usama bin Laden and has only seen
bin Laden in pictures. The detainee stated bin T.aden is a bad man. The detainee
stated he would not go to any other countries or participate in any further jihads.

4.e. The detainee was identified as not being a bodyguard for Usama bin Laden.
4. f. The detainee was identified as not being known as an al Qaida member.

4.g. The detainee stated he did not travel with a group of other men fleeing Afghanistan for
Pakistan, The detainee only traveled with Obaid Allah.

4.h. The detainee stated if released he would like to play soccer, get married, get his.own
house, and find a job in Yemen. He does not feel any animosity towards the United
States. He feels the people involved with the September 11th attacks should be held
accountable for their actions. He would not want to harm any Americans.

The Designated Military QOfficer confirmed that he had concluded reading the Unclassified
Summary.

The Presiding Officer confirmed that none of the members desired more time fo review the
Unclassified Summary.

The Designated Military Officer confirmed thai he had no further unclassified information
and requested a closed session to present classified information relevani to the disposition of
the Detainee.

The Presiding Officer achnowledged the request.

The Presiding Officer opened the Administrative Review Board to the Defainee fo present
information with the assistance of the Assisting Military Officer.

Presiding Officer: Assisting Military Officer, does the detainee want to present any information
to this board?

Assisting Military Officer: Yes, ma’am. The detainee has prepared a written statement and
would like me to speak on his behalf.
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The Assisting Military Officer presented the Detainee’s statement, Exhibit EC-C, to the
Administrative Review Board.

The Assisting Military Qfficer read the Detainee’s Comments from the Enemy Combatant
Election Form, Exhibit EC-B.

Detainee Commentis:

The detainee provided a written statement in response to the unclassified summary as well as a
final statement. His comments in response to the unclassified summary are translated as follows:

The Furquan institution was not a recruiting or meeting ground for the Mujahedeen.

In Yemen, in fact it was a secondary school just like the other institutions and the schools that
belonged to the government.

Thad no idea that Wazir Akbar Khan neighbothood was cleared of its residents by the Taliban in

order to house high -level officials and Arabs. And that is because I lived in a small room next to
one of the houses and I had no association with that neighborhood except that I visited the Wazir
Akbar Khan mosque, and therefore T had no information that pertains to that issue.

I have not stated that the house was occupied by Taliban officials, what T have stated though that
T had no knowledge of what group did the men that T saw belong to.

T have never carried a weapon since I was born, and have not worn any camouflaged clothes and
I never knew that there was a private airport for Osama Bin Laden and I have never seen the man
with my own eyes except for posters or the pictures.

1didn’t know or hear of Bait Dar Alaman.

It is possible that this is not my name, for names can sound alike, and even if that was my name
in reality, that would not be a sufficient evidence to convict me.

I have not met any official from Taliban.

I have not entered Al Farouk camp, and the only time that I heard of it, was through you people.
1didn’t go to any camp , I didn’t receive any training ,didn’t know of any place in Kabul other
than the one that I was living in, And the market ,in addition to that [ have no information on
what Karga Camp was, nor where was is it located or what did it consist of.

I never knew that my life in 12/2001 was in extreme danger until one the Afghanis told me so; 1
didn’t feel that I was in any danger for [ have not harmed or mistreated anybody.

I didn’t meet with anyone during my departure from Afghanistan until I was in Pakistan,
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I walked on foot for eight days crossing borders and I am talking about myself here, T am not
talking about anyone else who walked through that route.

[ was captured alone; I had no one else with me.

Yes, Iam a Yemeni detainee, but T am not a Mujahid as you claim, and I was not arrested until [
was in Pakistan after I departed Khowst.

The Assisting Military Officer read the Detainee’s Final Statement on behalf of the detainee.

Detainee’s statement:

Here 1 am, T have spent almost seven years in prison and siill don’t know why I am here? You
all know that I left my country to teach Quran, and since when that was 2 crime? With the
missionary centers through out the world, how conld you consider me a sinner and you are doing
the same thing I am doing? And on top of all that you claim and support freedom, security and
peace, hailing and calling for justice and faimess and imposing it on the others, how could they
practice justice and serve it if you don’t practice it yourselves!? I was captured when I was
eighteen years old and my main concern and goal was to build my futare, complete my college
studies and play my sport (Soccer), but you were the obstacle in my way, and you didn’t have
any substantial or any convincing reason for detaining me and destroying my future, I didn’t
commit any crime 1o deserve this treatment and this long detention, therefore, if you have finally
realized something, set me free, [ am still capable of achieving what dreams 1 have hoped for,
from studying, playing soccer, marriage to rejoining my family. Finally it isnotashametodoa
mistake, the shame is to keep doing that mistake after realizing it was a mistake. Peace be upon
those who follow righteous guidance., Farouk Ahmed

The Presiding Officer confirmed that concluded Detninee’s statement.

The Assisting Military Officer confirmed that he had no further unclassified information to
present on behalf of the Detainee.

The Assisting Military Officer had no questions for the Detainee.
The Designated Military Officer had no questions for the Detainee.
Administrative Review Board Member’s had questions:

Board Member: Faruq Ali Ahmed, when you were teaching at the mosque in Afghanistan, what
kind of students were you teaching there?

Detainee (through linguist): Little kids, ma’am. Little children.

Board Member: Were they Afghani children?
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Detainee (through linguist): Yes, ma’am.
Board Member: And could you speak their language when you were teaching them?

Detainee (through linguist): You dort’t have to speak Afghani when you teach the Quran
because the Quran is in Arabic, so he didn’t have to speak in Afghani.

Board Member: But how would you explain to them what you wanted them to memorize?

Detainee (through linguist): I did have a linguist who was translating for me, who was helping
me translate everything | wanted to say to them. But I didn’t have 1o translate a ot because most
of the time I was teaching in Arabic. He was just teaching pronunciation so he didn’t need a lot
of translation. They were just merely repeating exactly what he was reading. He was teaching
them how to read in Arabic so they were just repeating whatever he was reading so he didn’t
need a lot of translation there. That why a lot of people who don™t speak Arabic can still read the
Quran because they can actually read it because we read to them and there taught how to read it.
That’s why I’'m sure you can make sure of that if you want for your self a lot of people do the
same thing they can read to the Quran without having to know the language they don’t have to
speak the Arabic read to know the Quran. Lot of Muslims in America you can be sure of that
yourself too.

Board Member: In your earlier interviews with the people here you stated that you were
traveling with some people that you had known before in Yemen; in your later interviews and in
the statements to the board toady you said you were traveling alone. Why has this story
changed?

Detainee (through linguist): 'We gathered on the border, a lot of people there, we’re on the
border, stuck on the border, this is the truth, this is reality, this is what happened, I don’t even
know the people, those people that I was with. There is a lot of people together, we were
gathered a lot of us.. I was with some people there I didn’t know exact how many were they and
who were they but I would just happen to be at the same place that they were so that’s why I felt
that being saying the truth at this time, telling that I didn’t know them did not help me, did not
help my case. Ihad no association with them at all but at that time when I was interrogated they
asked me if you were with them all that so they made it like 2 case, they made it sound like [ was
with them and I had even single association with them and all that and that is not the case. [only
meet them there because I only happen to be in the same place that they were so I thought finally
to say the truth which was I'was really by myself wasn’t with anybody and this is what
happened.

Board Member: Do you believe that violence or killing for the purpose of Jihad is ever justified?
Linguist tried to clarify the question for the Detairiee with the board’s permission.

Detainee (through linguist): He doesn’t see no relation between viclence and Jihad, two

different things, he just doesn’t see the relations between the violence and the Jihad.
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Board Member: We often hear about Jihad and how they’re killing for the purpose of Jihad. Do
you believe that that is right when they say that?

Linguist tried to clarify the question for the Detainee with the board’s permission.

Detainee {through linguist): Where did you hear that from? Did you hear that, he is asking you
if you heard that from where that Jihad is for the Jihad only? He’s not sure that he knows what
you are talking about exactly that Jihad is for the Jihad. He wants you to talk more about to
elaborate more about it. The Jihad is mentioned in the Quran. Who would explain Jihad besides
the scholars, the clerics? 1 have no knowledge of this I can not elaborate on that more because
it’s not my job, it is the clerics” job and the sheikh’s job, they can explain that Jihad more than I
can do and this is all T know about it.

Board Member: Thank vou.

Board Member: Sir, when you answered the question a few minutes ago about your capture and
you said you were alone and then you said this is true, I'm curious you did not take an oath so
why should we believe you without the oath. 1 am wondering why you did not take the oath.

Detainee (through linguist): You said the oath was optional.
Board Member: Yes.

Detainee (through linguist): Ok then if the oath is optional how could you doubt me how could
you blame me for not taking the oath and not telling the truth at the same time?

Board Member: To me it would have lended credibility had you taken the oath both for himself
and for the board but it was optional he is correct in that.

Detainee (through linguist): 1can assure thai I can actually count that T will be leaving here that
you will release from here. I can not count that you will release me from this place so I guess
you just saying that I have to take the oath because I am not counting on it.

Board Member: It doesn’t matter anyway, ok.

Detainee (through Hnguist): 1t’s not really justice; it’s not fair what’s happing to begin with. If T
can explain that to you? I'm sitting here with you guys, with detention, I'm detained, 'm
shackled. Is that fair? Is that fair, | am sitting with you guys here, I'm all shackled, I'm all tied,
is this fair, is this justice?

Board Member: Ithink the shackles are for security reasons.

Detainee (through linguist): And 1 appreciate that. Why my chair is different then your chairs
then? Mine is plastic and yours is leather or matertal whatever?
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Board Member: I don’t have an answer for that,
Detainee (through linguist): Ok,

Board Member: 1 noticed that when the name Usama bin Laden was mentioned each time you
smile and one time you even seemed to laugh. I’'m wondering why Mr. Bin Laden’s name brings
a smile to your face.

Detainee (through linguist): Well first the accusations are fanny. You guys consider Usama bin
Laden a big guy and very famous guy. 1 went to Afghanistan when I was 18 years old, I had no
and 1 still have no military experience or political experience what so ever so I can not compare
myself to those people who are into politics and military matter. It just sounds funny that you
guys are giving me that much of importance when you mention Usama bin Laden and T was this
and this ‘with him and al of that kind of thing, it just seems funny, it sounds funny to me that you
know that big guy, he is a very important famous guy and I'm only 18 years old and I went to
Afghanistan. It just sounds funny that’s all. I am imagining myself as a famous person now
because you guys are comparing me to someone who is big and famous like Usama bin Laden
and that is why it seems funny to me.

Board Member: Thank you.

President: Your statement says that you have never met any official from the Taliban, is that
correct?

Detainee (through linguist): Yes, ma’am.

President: When you arrived in Quetta you were instructed to take a taxi to the Taliban office,
why is that?

Detainee (through linguist): Are you saying that I took a taxi cab when I went to Afghanistan?

President: No. In Quetta, Pakistan after he arrived there he was instructed to take a taxi cab to
the local Taliban office.

Detainee {through linguist): 1 took a taxi cab from Quetta, Pakistan to Afghanistan,
President: That is a very expensive taxi ride.

Detainee (through linguist); 1did not get into that money issue because the office for the Taliban
they took care of that. First I wasn’t by myself, there was like four or six other Afghani people
there and the other thing is this was all taking care of by the office of Taliban. I was there and
they just drove you to Afghanistan,

President: Ok, so you did visit the Taliban office?

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Detainee (through linguist): Yes, you should have this stated in your ...
President: I'm just clarifying.
President: So you can visit a Taliban office and not met any Taliban officials?

Detainee (through linguist): How do I enter Afghanistan? The only way to enter Afghanistan is
to go through that office for the Taliban and they have to conduct a length interview and this is
what 1 did. He is not sure if it was officials, he went to the office they had an interview with him
for a long time and then they let him enter Afghanistan, The man or the person that he was
interviewed by, he did not have a Taliban official, was an officer, a big officer, obviously he
didn’t have no idea, all he knows is interviewed by him for a long time and that’s all he can say
about the man. I'm not sure, I can’t say I met official because T am not sure what officials are,
whose official, who’s not. Idon’t know,

President: Thank you.

President: My next question, and it may be different in different parts of the world, is your
passport an importari document for you to maintain control of?

Detainee (through linguist): Yeah, I fravel with my passport.
President: Why would you give it to somebody for safe keeping?
Detainee (thmugh linguist)i Because I was absolutely sure. That I was so sure. The Yemen
passport is not a passport that people would love to have; it is not something that people would
steal or forge or anything like that so I did not care about it [ guess.

President: So why wouldn’t he keep it for himself?

Detainee (through linguist): He offered to keep it and it wasn’{ safe at the place ] was staying
that’s all. 1hada copy of it; he offered to keep it for me. I had no interest of taking that passport
back: it was no use for me.

President: You wouldn’t need it to return back to Yemen?

Detainee (through linguist): I wasn’t keeping it with him for a long time, it was only for a couple
days, I could always take it back from him if I wanted to. Only for a certain times, then take it
back from him. Iwasn’t planning on keeping it with him for a long time.

President: Thank vou.

The Presiding Officer read the post-Administrative Review Board instructions to the Detainee.
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(U) CLASSIFIED RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS AND BASIS FOR
ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW BOARD DECISION FOR ISN 032

1. (U) Introduction

a. (U) An Administrative Review Board (ARB) was held pertaining to the subject Enemy
Combatant (EC). In reaching the ARB’s conclusions and recommendations, the ARB
considered both classified and unclassified information, The following record of the
proceedings presents the factors the ARB used in making its recommendation.

2. (V) Synopsis of Proceedings

a. (U) The detainee chose to attend, and consequently the Board convened with the detainee
present.

b. (U) The Designated Military Officer (DMO) presented the Unclassified Summary in both
written and oral form.

¢. (U) The Assisting Military Officer (AMO) presented the Notification of the Decision of
an ARB as Exhibit EC-A, identified herein as enclosure (2). The AMO then presented the
Enemy Combatant Election Form as Exhibit EC-B, identified herein as enclosure (3).
Exhibit EC-B indicated the detainee wanted to appear personally in the ARB Proceedings,
wanted the assistance of the AMO, and wanted to wait unfil the entire Unclassified Summary
was presented before responding, The AMO verbally summarized comments the detainee
made during the AMO’s interview and provided a written statement given by the detainee to
the AMO. This statement is documented in Exhibit EC-B. The AMO further presented
correspondence on behalf of the detainee as Exhibit EC-C, identified herein as enclosure (4).

d. (1) The ARB confirmed a translator who spoke the same language as the detainee was
present during the AMO’s interview. Additionally, the ARB confirmed the Unclassified
Summary of Evidence was read and translated to the detainee, and the detainee understood
the process. Copies of both the English and Arabic translated Unclassified Summary of
Evidence were handed to the detainee according to the Joint Detention Group (JDG)
Standard Operating Procedures.

e. (U) Following the presentation of the entire Unclassified Summary, the AMO read the
detainee’s prepared written statement in response to the allegations in the Unclassified
Summary and then read a final staternent on behalf of the detainee. The detainee answered a
series of questions from the ARB, which included inquiries regarding his beliefs regarding
jibad, his travel from Afghanistan to Pakistan, his methodology of teaching the Koran, his
trustworthiness, the disposition of his passport during his travels into Afghanistan, and his
contact with Taliban officials. All detainee testimony and comments ar¢ included in
enclosure (5).

Cole.

2) The detainee stated that in approximately March 2001 an individual provided
approximately 500 United States dollars and a plane ticket to support the detainee on a
trip to Afghanistan to perform missionary work.

3) The detainee stated the individual gave him instructions to go to Quetta, Pekistan and ask
a taxi to take him to the Taliban office in Quetta.

a) The Daftar Taliban'()fﬁce in Quetta helped Arabs cross the border into Afghanistan
by coordinating travel and lodging for a fee.

4) The detainee stated he traveled by plane from Taiz, Yemen to Karachi, Pakistan then by
bus to Quetta. In Quetta the detainee went to the Taliban office. The next day the

6) The detainee stated that while in Kabul he lived in a two story house run and occupied
by Afghans.

Kabul.

7) The detainee stated that in approximately Augast 2001 the individual told him he should
teach in Khowst, Afghanistan. The individual took the detainee to a village near Khowst
and to the Abu al Hanifa Mosque [NFI}. The detainee stated he lived and taught at the
mosque for approximately 4 months.

8) The detainee was identified as being at Usama bin Laden’s private airport in Kandahar
holding an AK~47 and wearing camouflaged clothing.

9) The detainee was identified as being at the Dar Al Aman house in Kabul and on the front
lines.

a) The Dar Al-Amn safe house in Kabul acted as a staging area for the transportation of
Taliban fighters moving to the front lines of Kabul and Konduz, Afghanistan.
Afghani and Arab fighters routinely passed through this location to transition from
one assignment to another.

1) A document listing 324 Arabic names, aliases, and nationalities was recavered from safe
house raids associated with suspected al Qaida in Pakistan.

2) The detainee stated he came info contact with many Taliban officials during his time at
the Wazir Akbar Khan Mosque in Kabul.

¢} Training
1) The detaines was identified as having attended the al Farouq training camp.

a) The al Farouq training camp was funded by al Qaida and therefore was more
advanced than other fraining camps in Afghanistan. The basic training class at al
Faroug consisted of weapons training, a basic commando course, topography, and
explosives.

2) The detainee was identified as being seen frequently in a house in Kabul where there
were many Arab fighters and Taliban commanders.' The detainee would-go to the al
Karga Training Camp for explosives training. This camp was located at the edge of
Kabul in an industrial area surrounded by a forest.

a) Karga Camp, located in Kabul, was a poison and explosives training facility. Al
Qaida members also trained at the camp.,

d) Other Relevant Data

1) The detainee stated that in December 2001 he was told it was too dangerous for him in
Afghanistan and he should leave.

2) The detainee was told, soldiers were in Kabul and would kill any Arabs or other
foreigners they found there. On the way to the border the detainee recognized some
fellow Yemeni men in a group of refugees and asked to be left with that group.

3) The detainee stated the group walked for about 8 days to the border town of Barashina,
Pakistan. After crossing the border the detainee surrendered to Pakistani militia or

'1} The detainee stated that while at the residence of his brother-in-law, the detainee
encountered many Arabs. The detainee claimed that some were mujahedin. The detainee
stated he saw many people carrying Kalashnikov rifles.

2) Inlate July-early August 2001, while attending the wedding celebration of his brother-in-
law at one of the compounds belonging 1o Usama Bin Laden in Kandahar, the detainec
was reportedly introduced to Usama Bin Laden. (DMO-32)

3) The detainee and his family have made excessive phone calls to al Qaida
associated individuals and organizations in Pakistan. (DMO-26)

1) A source indicated that the detainee was the leader of an al Farouq training camp in
February 2000.

3) The detainee stated he was at al Farouq training camp.for one week and was
kicked out for not following orders and smoking, (DMO-30)

4) Tt was reported that the detainee was not a dedicated mujahiden and that he often smoked
tobacco, chewed khat and was a possible hashish user, It was reported that the detainee
was uncommitted to training, and his behavior led him to be suspected of being a spy.
The detainee was reportedly expelled from al Faroug. (DMO-25)

The detainee left
with 500 United States dollars of his own money and traveled alone.

4) The detainee stated once he agreed to go to Afghanistan, the individual gave him
approximately 100 United States dollars to use for his trip and paid for his plane ticket.

2000. The following day, a Yemeni national joined them and the trio left for Quetta,
Pakistan, where they stayed approximately 15 days at the Dafter al Taliban guest house.
They then traveled to Kandahar, Afghanistan, via the Haji Habashi region where they
were taken by 2 Yemeni national to the al Farouq camp.

a. Daftare Taliban is a Taliban office in Quetta, Pakistan, that helps Arabs cross the
border into Afghanistan by coordinating travel and lodging.

b. Hajji Habbash refers to the Kandahar, Afghanistan neighborhood containing the Hajji
Habbash mosque, Hajji Habbash guest house, and al Nibras guest house. Hajji
Habbash guest house was used mainly by Yemeni Arabs, but was for everyone
coming to or leaving Afghanistan. Al Nibras guest house was for new people who
were being sent to the training camps.

7) The detainee stated he traveled between March and April 2001 from Sanaa, Yemen, to
Dubai, United Arab Emirates, and on to Karach, Pakistan.

8) The detainee stated he and an individual traveled from Karachi, Pakistan to Quetta,
Pakistan, to Spin Buldak, Afghanistan, to Kabul, Afghanistan.

9} The detainee stated upon their arrival in Kabul, Afghanistan he and the individual went
their separate ways.

10) The detainee stated he met the caretaker of a mosque in Kabul, Afghanistan. The
detainee obtained a room in a house near the mosque.

11) The detainee stated upon arriving at the mosque he gave his passport and most of his
money to the caretaker,

12} The detainee stated he spent the next eight months at the mosque, teaching the Koran
every day except Fridays for three to four hours a day.

13) The detainee stated he received room and board in exchange for teaching the Koran.

14) The detainee later stated he paid for all his own food while teaching at the mosque. He
stated he never expected, nor requested any monetary assistance.

The detainee had reportedly been taken by a Yemeni national to the al Faroug camp.

a. Training conducted at the al Farouq training camp in Afghanistan was conducted in
four phases including small arms, physical conditioning, map reading, and explosive
devices.

Connections/Associations
A variant of the detainee’s name was listed as being a bodyguard to Usama bin Laden.

Due to their constant proximity to bin Laden, the bodyguards were constantly exposed to
bin Laden’s message and beliefs and became similar to disciples. Bin Laden frequently
changed bodyguards because he wanted to expose as many people as possible to his
opinions so they could return to their home countries and spread his message.

a. Usama bin Laden was usually choosing men from Saudi Arabia or Yemen to be his
bodyguards and favored Yemenis.

The detainee’s name was found on a document recovered during a raid on an alleged al
Qaida residence in Karachi, Pakistan.

Other Relevant Data

The detainee stated before Ramadan the Northern Alliance push on Kabﬁl, Afghanistan
caused him to flee by taxi to Khowst, Afghanistan.

The detainee stated he left his passpori and money at the mosque caretaker’s house when
he fled Kabul, Afghanistan because he could not find the caretaker when he decided to
leave.

The detainee stated upon arriving in Khowst, Afghanistan he met a man at a local
restanrant, The man arranged for the detainee to stay at a room located in the restaurant
while the detainee stayed in Khowst, Afghanistan. The detainee stated he stayed at the
restaurant for approximately twenty days.

The detainee stated the man offered his assistance in getting him back to Pakistan and
told him of a group of thirty people leaving to go there soon. The man drove him to
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where the group was waiting and left him there.

5) The detainee later stated that during his egress from Afghanistan he traveled alone with
just his clothes and a coat.

6) The detainee stated he joined a group of thirty Arabs being organized by a senior al Qaida
operative who promised to help him and others raise funds to permit their return to
Yemen once the party reached Pakistan, They were all apprehended once they reached
the Parachinar, Pakistan, border checkpoint.

7) The detainee was captured in December 2001 while trying to flee from Afghanistan into
Pakistan.

8) The detainee stated he was taken to a jail in Peshawar, Pakistan.

9) The detainee was transferred into United States military custody on 26 December 2001
from Peshawar, Pakistan.

10) While in prison, the group the detainee was in, was fold the best thing they could tell
United States forces when interrogated was that they were in Afghanistan to teach the
Koran and for religious studies.

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:
a) The detainee denied any connection or knowledge of terrorism.
b} The detainee denied ever having any membership in, or ties with, the Taliban or al Qaida.

¢} The detainee denied ever receiving any military or weapons training while in
Afghanistan,

d) The detainee denied going to fight or train in Afghanistan and stated he has never fired a
weapon of any kind.

€) The detainee denied having any knowledge of the attacks in the United States prior to
their execution on 11 September 2001, and also denied knowledge of any rumors or plans of
fature attacks on the United States or United States interests.

f)  The detainee stated he only interacted with the local Afghani people while teaching the

Tabiligh pilgrimage.

a. The Jamat al Tabiligh has been supporting Islamic terrorist groups in south and
southeast Asia under the cover of conducting religious activities. The group is
closely aligned with other Pakistani terrorist organizations and the al Qaida
network.

5) The detainee stated that prior to the start of the United States bombing of Afghanistan, the
detainee fought with the Taliban against the Northern Alliance. The detainee stated he
killed people in battle while attacking or being attacked by the Northemn Alliance.

6) The detainee was reportedly a general in charge of various lines in northern Afghanistan.
As the fighting became more intense, the detainee reportedly fled to Tora Bora.

7) The detainee was reportedly an interrogator for the Taliban and for al Qaida in
Afghanistan,

8) The detainee was reportedly in charge of the medical clinic at the al Farouq training
camp.

9) The detainee reportedly carried around his own personal AK-47 while at the al Farouq
camp in Afghanistan, He reportedly fired this AK-47 in the camp. The detainee
reportedly also fought in the south of Sudan against the Christians.

10) The detainee reportedly was a camp leader, who had his own weapon, a PK LMG, and to
whom everyone showed respect. The detainee reportedly had the authority to attend

meetings with the leadership of the camp and to come and go from the camp as he
pleased.

b) Connections/Associations

1) The detainee stated Usama bin Laden visited the al Farouq camp on one or two occasions.
The detainee stated he spoke to Usama bin Laden and shook bin Laden’s hand inside the
clinic.

2) The detainee reportedly served as a military advisor to Usama bin Laden.

3) The detainee reportedly became a messenger for Usama Bin Laden when al Qaida
relocated to Sudan, The detainee would take messages back and forth between
Khartoum, Sudan and Mecca and Jeddah, Saudi Arabia.

c) Training

1) The detainee stated he was trained on first aid and on weapons (the Kalashnikov rifle,
Beka machine gun and mortars) at the al Faroug trammg camp. The detainee stated how

a. The al Farouq training camp in Afghanistan was reportedly funded by al Qaida
and therefore more advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan.

2) The detainee was reportedly at the Tamak Farms during Ramadan in 2000.
3) The detainee reportedly would often speak with the al Farouqvcamp trainers who taught a
two week basic training course including lessons in topography, weapons familiarization

(AKs, RPGs, etc.), explosives training (TNT, C3, C4 and dynamite) and basic commando
course fraining,

Other Relevant Data

1) The detainee reportedly stated that the 1995 bombing in Saudi Arabia was done by
“our people” referring to al Qaida.

2) The detainee stated he paid for his trip to Afghanistan by asking local merchants for
money to travel to Afghanistan and teach the Koran. After two months of fundraising the
detainee stated he collected $40,000 Yemeni Rials or about $400 to $500 United States
Dollars to go to Afghanistan.

3) The detainee reportedly wanted a struggle or jihad and chose to travel to Afghanistan
rather than Palestine, The defainee stated that Palestinians spoke Arabic and had a good
understanding of the Koran, but the Afghans did not. The detainee stated he wanted 1o
teach the Koran to the Afghans, although he admiited he did not know Pashtu or Urdu.

The detainee stated he obtained his passport and then went to the Pakistani Embassy in
Sanaa, Yemen, to get a visa. The detainee stated he traveled from Sanaa, Yemen, to
Karachi, Pakistan, and then to Quetta, Pakistan, While in Quetta, the detaines stated he
went to a Taliban office and told them he wanted to go to Afghanistan to teach the Koran.
The detainee stated that the Taliban office agreed to help him and he left Quetta by bus
and went to Kandahar, Afghanistan,

Connections/Associations

Reportedly, the detainee’s travel was facilitated from Yemen to Afghanistan. The
detainee reportedly went to Afghanistan in late 1999 or early 2000.

The detainee was a bodyguard for Usama bin Laden for a short time.

The detainee stated that he left Afghanistan because of the United States air campaign
there and was warned that Arabs were in danger if they remained. The detainee stated he
left Khowst, Afphanistan and traveled with approximately eleven Arabs to the Pakistan
border. The detainee stated the trip lasted about eight days and that the group grew to
approximately two hundred and some in the group may have carried weapons.

The detainee stated that when the group arrived at the Pakistan border, he asked one of
the Pakistan border guards to take him to the Yemeni Embassy; instead he was arrested
and turned over to the United States forces.

Reportedly, the detainee was with a group of 30 Arabs at the time of capture. The 30
Arabs were taken into custody by the Pakistan military and turned over to the United
States military.

The detainee was a frainer at al Faroug.

a. ISN 002 stated the al Farouq Training Camp in Afghanistan, was funded by al
Qaida and therefore more advanced than other fraining camps in Afghanistan,

7) The detainee stated an individual provided the money for him to travel to Afghamstag
and purchased his visa and plane ticket. :

8) The detainee stated he traveled from Sanaa, Yemen to Karachi, Pakistan by auplane The
detainee then traveled to the Taliban office in Quetta, Pakistan,

a.} The Daftar Taliban Office in Quetta helped Arabs cross the border into Afghanistan
by coordinating travel and lodging for a fee.

9) The detainee stated he arrived in Kandahar and stayed at a Taliban safe house. The house
was known to support Taliban fighters who would travel back and forth to the front line.
The detainee stated he met the owneér of the Kandahar safe house, and told him he was
there to fight jihad with Afghans and support the Taliban. The detainee stated the owner
told him he would take the detainee to Kabul, Afghanistan,

10) The detainee stated that after one week he traveled to Kabul with three or four Afghanis.
Upon arrival in Kabul the detainee was taken to a guest house. The detainee stated he
lived at the guest house while he studied and taught the Koran at a mosque in Khowst,

Afghanistan.

a.) The detainee was reportedly at the Mall Six Compound where Usama bin Laden
housed, his four wives and respective families, and bodygunards and their families.
The compound was reportedly used for meetings with al Qaida officials.

19) The detainee was reported to have gone to Afghanistan in late 1999 or carly 2000 and
joined the guard force circa 2001. The detainee was reporied as having gone to Tora
Bora, Afghanistan.

20) The detainee was reportedly in Kandahar and Kabul with Usama bin Laden security
guards,

21) The detainee was reported as having been at the Madafa in Kandahar.

a.) Al Quida maintained a safe house in Kandahar which was used as transit housing for
individuals fighting with al Qaida or Taliban forces, as well as a residence for Arabs
coming to Afghanistan to receive al Qaida training. The house was referred to as the
Mudafa.

b) Training

1) The detainee stated he received rifle training in Yemen and knew how to fire and field
strip the weapon. The detainee did not receive grenade training until he reached the front
line with the Taliban.
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2) The detainee stated he trained at the front lines with grenades. The detainee practiced the
proper technique to handle and throw grenades and was given two live grenades to keep
with him at the front lines,

3) The detainee was reported to have received basic training at al Farouq Camp in 1999.

a.) The training at al Farouq was conducted in four phases, The phases of training
included small arms, physical, map reading and topography, and explosive devices.

4) The detainee’s name is reportedly on an al Farouq training application captured by
United States coalition forces during Operation Enduring Freedom. The application is
signed and dated 2001.

5) The detainee was reportedly at an al Qaida training facility at Derunta, Afghanistan. The
detainee reportedly received training there.

¢) Connections/Associations

1} The detainee was reportedly a Yemeni al Qaida member who was in Afghanistan on 15
December 2001.

d) Other Relevant Data

1) The detainee stated he retreated to Kabul from the Taliban front line north of Kabul
when the Northern Alliance took over their positions. The detainee stayed in a Taliban
guest house in the Wazir Akbar Khan neighborhood of Kabul. The detainee left Kabul
with several other fighters and traveled to Khowst, Afghanistan.

a.) The Wazir Akbar neighborhood in Kabul was cleared of its residents by the Taliban in
order to house high-level Taliban officials and Arabs.

2) The detainee stated he escaped from Afghanistan to Pakistan using three Afghan guides.
The trip to Pakistan was by foot and lasted approximately seven to nine days. When the
detainee left the guest house the group traveling to Pakistan was small but grew to
approximately thirty just outside Khowst.

9) The detainee stated the attacks on Americans on 11 September 2001 were very small in
scale and he wishes for greater destruction and torture to fall upon Americans. The

a) Jamat-al-Tabligh is a known supporter of Islamic terrorist groups in South and
Southeast Asia, Pakistani terrorist organizations and the al Qaida network. Usama bin
L.aden has used Jamat-al-Tabligh to communicate instructions to his network of
organizations.

2) The detainee stated a childhood friend and neighbor, recruited him to go to Afghanistan,
The detainee stated his recruiter offered him goods, pay, a house, a wife, and a good life
if he would go to Afghanistan.

3) The detainee stated his recruiter told him they could live a simple life in Afghanistan and
make more money, so they decided travel to Afghanistan to fight in the jihad.

4) The detainee stated he and his recruiter flew from Yemen to Karachi, Pakistan, and
stayed for two days before they took a bus to Korta, Pakistan, Once in Korta, the detainee
and his recruiter traveled by bus to Kandahar, Afghanistan. In Kandahar, the detainee
stayed at a guest house.
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5) The detainee was reportedly at a guest house in Kandahar, Afghanistan, where the
detainee was responsible for food in the guest house.

6) The detainee was reportedly captured among a group of 30 al Qaida members.

7) The detainee was identified in a photo as a person at the Madafa guest house in
Kandahar, Afghanistan.

8) The detainee stated he and his recruiter traveled from Kandahar to Kabul, Afghanistan.
The detainec stated in Kabul, Afghanistan, he and his recruiter stayed at a house owned
by the Taliban for approximately one week.

9) The detainec stated he and his recruiter traveled north of Kabul, Afghanistan, to a
military camp approximately two miles from the front line fighting with the Northem
Alliance. Upon their arrival at the camp, the detainee was issued a Kalashnikov rifle and
provided a jacket that held ammunition and weapons.

10) The detaince stated he went to the front lines to stay in good with the Taliban.

11) The detainee stated he did not receive any training in Afghanistan and stated he went
straight to the front line where he received a Kalashnikov.

12) The detainee stated he would stay on the front lines for five or six days at a time before
returning to Kabul, Afghanistan.

13) The detainee was reported as having been in Afghaniétan circa 1999 or 2000 and was
also reportedly a bodyguard circa August 2001.

14) The detainee was reported as being from Tora Bora, Afghanistan, where the detainee was
a front line fighter in Bagram, Afghanistan. '

15) The detainee stated after the American bombing campaign started, he retreated to Kabul,
Afghanistan and then to Khowst, Afghanistan.

16) The detainee stated he joined the Sadig Unit in Afghanistan where he served as a foot
soldier.

17) The detainee stated Sadiq Station was merely an encampment of approximately 10to 15
Taliban fighters. There were a number of these stations all along the front lines, and cach
station had its own name,
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b) Connections/Associations
1) The detainee was reportedly a soldier for the Taliban.
2) The detainee was reportedly a member of Usama bin Laden’s guard force.

3) The detainee stated he worked in Afghanistan as a relief worker for the Islamic Relief
Organization.

a) The International Islamic Relief Organization was identified as an Islamic
humanitarian organization with headquarters in Mecca, Saudi Arabia, and is financed
by Usama bin Laden.

¢} Training

1) The detainee stated his recruiter trained the detainee on the Kalashnikov rifle prior to
traveling to Afghanistan. The detainee stated every Friday for about four weeks, the
detainee and his recruiter practiced static marksmanship specifically for the trip to
Afghanistan, The detainee stated, based upon this training, the detainee stated he felt fully
competent in going to the front lines in Afghanistan and it was unnecessary for the
detainee to attend any training camps in Afghanistan.

2) The detainee was reported as having attended training at al Farouq, Afghanistan.

a) The al Farouq Training Camp in Afghanistan was funded by al Qaida and was more
advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan. The training at al Faroug consists of
two week periods of weapons training, a basic commando course, topography, and
explosives.

d) Other Relevant Data

1) The detainee stated he traveled with an Afghan guide to Najar, Pakistan, and turned
himself in at the Pakistan border.

2} The detainee was among a large group of Saudi and Yemeni nationals captured by
Pakistani Army and Frontier Corps Forces, while attempting to escape from Afghanistan
into Pakistan. Most of the prisoners were captured in the Northern Kurram Agency of
Pakistan’s Federally Administered Tribal Area, directly across the Pakistan border from
the Tora Bora region.

3} The detainee was identified from a photograph as one of the thirty individuals who fled to
Pakistan and surrendered to Pakistani authorities.
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4) The deta;inw"s name was found on computer media recovered during raids against an al
Qaida associated safe house.

5) The detainee admitted that he lied in all of his previous interrogations and offered to
recant his cover story.

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:
a) The detainee stated he came to Afghanistan for employment and to start a family,

b) The detainee stated when he gets released, he would like to return to Yemen and get his
previous job back, which was working at 2 factory.

¢) The detainee stated he has never taken a bayat.

d)  The detainee stated he did not support the ﬁghting between the Taliban and the Northern
Alliance, because Islam prohibits Muslims from fighting each other.

¢) The detainee stated he never engaged in battle with Northern Alliance or American
troops while in Afghanistan.

f)  The detainee denies making a statement about traveling to the front lines on a regular
basis and being gone for five to six days at a time.

g) The detainee stated he has never been to al Farouq training camp in Afghanistan and does
not know anyone who attended the al Faroug camp. '

h) The detainee stated the Islamic Relief Organization was not affiliated with Usama bin
Laden or al Qaida, nor did he have any knowledge of any organization who did sponsor
them.

1)  The detainee stated he was not involved with al Qaida, and had not heard of it before his
trip to Afghanistan.

i} The detainee stated he was not a member of the Taliban.

k) The detainee stated he is not willing to do anything for Usama bin Laden and stated he
does not know Usama bin Laden.

1} The detainee stated he has no enemies that he likes everyone, and he considers

Americans his friends.
m) The detaince stated he desired to retum to Yemen, but his recruiter ignored the detainee’s

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
a) Commitment

1) The detainee stated he was recruited while in Sanaa, Yemen to work for the al Wafa Al
Igatha Islamia humanitarian relief organization by an individual that later recruited the
detainee to work for al Wafa in Kabul, Afghanistan. The recruiter paid for the detainee’s
travel expenses.

a. Reportedly, the al Wafa offices in Kabul, Khowst and Kandahar, Afghanistan, were
controlled by the al Wafa office in Karachi, Pakistan. While al Wafa claimed to be a
humanitarian Istamic charity organization, they reportedly funoeled money and
supplies to al Qaida and the Taliban, including medical equipment and weapons.

2) The detainee stated he traveled from Sanaz, Yemen to Bosnia in 1994 or 19935 via Syria,
Turkey, and Croatia,

3) The detainee stated he funded his travel to Bosnia from the sale of items obtaining while
fighting in the Yemeni civil war. He traveled with his brother-in-law and others.

4) Reportedly, the detainee was in Bosnia in 1995 and came back to Yemen in 1996. He
reportedly remained in Yemen until after the United States Ship Cole bombing in
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October 2000 then traveled to Afghanistan in Febroary or March 2001 in order to avoid
being arrested.

5) The detainee stated six months prior to Ramadan, he traveled from Sanaa, Yemen to
Karachi, Pakistan and then to Afghanistan. He stated a relative gave him $400.00 for his
ticket to Karachi, because the relative supported jihad and approved of the Taliban

Tegime.

6) The detainee stated he traveled from Karachi, Pakistan to Quetta, Pakistan to Buldak,
Afghanistan to Kandahar, Afghanistan then to Kabul, Afghanistan. He stayed at the
Gutaiba guest house in Kabul, Afghanistan for one day then hitched a ride with a truck
that was headed 1o the front lines with supplies.

a. Reportedly, the Kotaiba house was one of four safe houses in Kabul, Afghanistan
owned by al Qaida and used by al Qaida members from Saudi Arabia, Yemen, Iraq,
and Libya.

7) The detainee stated after he finished his training in Bosnia, he traveled to the northern
part of Bosnia and fought with the mujabedin fighters under the support of the Bosnian
army.

8) The detainee stated when he arrived into Afghanistan; he joined the mujahedin fighters
and fought under the Taliban government.

9) The detainee stated he was at the Duserag, Afghanistan front line for six to seven months
and then left to another position called Garabal, Afghanistan, where he stayed for eight
months.

10) The detainee stated he fought with the Taliban while in Afghanistan and he observed the
United States Forces bombing campaign in November of 2001,

11) The detainee stated he stayed on the front linies for one year and left the frontlines when
the Americans started aftacking.

b) Connections/Associations
1) The detainee stated he had joined the Taliban.

2) The detainee stated he fought with an individual while in Bosnia and the individual is
currently in jail for his connection to the United States Ship Cole bombing.

3) The detainee was a body guard for Usama bin Laden.
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4) The detainee was a member of al Qaida’s guardship.

5) The detainee’s name was listed on a document recovered from safe house raids
associated with suspected al Qaida members in Karachi, Pakistan.

6) Reportedly, the detainee was a member of Hizballah who operated in Iran.

a. Hizballah (Party of God) is known or suspected to have been involved in numerous
anti-United States and anti-Israeli terrorist attacks, including the suicide truck
bombings of the United States Embassy and United States Marine barracks in Beirut
in October 1983 and the United States Embassy annex in Beirut in September 1984,

7} Reportedly, the detainee was normally with Usama bin Laden.
¢) Training
1) The detainee stated he received basic training from the Yemeni Army.

2) The detainee stated during his time in Bosnia, he trained in basic infantry skills, using the
Kalashnikov rifle, the rocket propelled grenade, and the PK. e trained less than a month
while in Bosnia.

d) Intent

1) The detainee stated he had knowledge of a future terrorist action involving a lethal serum.
The lethal serum when injected into humans causes deterioration of muscle tissue and
death within six months. The detainee stated this was just the beginning, He stated if he
were free, no one would be able to stop him from doing what I want to do.

¢} Other Relevant Data
1) The detainee stated he fought in the Yemeni Civil War for 2 years.

2) The detaines stated he did not need any additional training before joining the mujahedin
fighters in the north because of his experience in the Bosnian conflict.

3) The detaince stated the interviewers should embrace Islam otherwise he would be their
enemy for life. He will never give full cooperation to interviewers because they are non-
believers. The detainee stated God has decreed that Islam is the only religion and non-
believers are hated by Muslims.
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4) The detainee stated that once he goes back to Yemen, it would be very simple to find

Usama bin Laden’s whereabouts, He stated that some of Usama bin Laden’s trusted
individuals would approach the detainee to inquire about his and others’ imprisonment
with the Americans. The detainee stated he is sure that he would be taken to or put in
contact with Usama bin Laden and would relay the information to the Federal Burean of
Investigation.

2) The detainee stated the Yemeni paid for his travel to Afghanistan and gave him
approximately 450 United States Dollars. He gave his passport to the Yemeni a few
weeks prior to leaving Yemen. He stated the Yemeni returned the passport to him along
with a Pakistani visa stamp,

3) The detainee stated he traveled from Yemen to Karachi, Pakistan. After several days, he
traveled to Quetta, Pakistan, and went directly to the Daftar Taliban office in Quetta. He
stayed the night af the Daftar Taliban office and met an Afghan man who took himto a
village outside of Kandahar, Afghanistan.

a. Reportedly, the Taliban office called Daftare Taliban in Quetta, Pakistan; provide
Arabs different means to cross the border into Afghanistan and lodging while
traveling. The Daftare Taliban informs travelers of different lodging options in
Afghanistan cities according to travel plans.
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4) Reportedly, the detainee traveled with a combat group from Kabul, Afghanistan to
Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan in March 2001. After arriving in Mazar-¢-Sharif, they were
bussed to Talogan, Afghanistan. In Talogan, the weapons and equipment were waiting at
the Ansar guest house.

5) Reportedly, the detainee stayed at a guest house on the front lines. The detainee
reportedly moved back to Kandahar, Afghanistan to work with an individual sometime
between May-July 2001. This individual was reportedly the leading facilitator for al
Qaida and other mujahedin coming into Afghanistan and also operated the al Qaida guest
house in Kandahar, The detainee reportedly had no certain job but would help out by
running errands and doing administrative duties.

6) Reportedly, the detainee ran a guest house for Usama bin Laden.

7) Reportedly, the detainee was in charge of the al Nibras guest house, which was an al
Qaida guest house.

a. Reportedly, the Nebras Arab guest house in Kandahar, Afghanistan, was used by
Usama bin Laden and fighters heading to the al Farouq Training Camp. Arabs bound
for training at al Farouq would gather at Nebras until about 25-30 were in the group
and then they were transported to al Farouq. Usama bin Laden wounld come to Nebras
to greet the fighters before they went to training.

8) Reportedly, the detainee was present at the Qutaiba mudafah.

a. Reportedly, the Kutaiba guest house was one of three Arab guest houses in Kabul,
Afphanistan, controlled by a senior al Qaida member. The guest houses were
financed by both Taliban and al Qaida sources. Many of the wounded from the font
lines were brought to the Kutaiba guest house.

a) Connections/Associations

1) Reportedly, the detainee was a Usama bin Laden bodyguard and is associated with a
group of thirty men.

b) Training

1) Reportedly, the detainee attended basic training at al Farouq and also attended an
advanced class for instructors.

a. Reportedly, the al Farouq training camp in Afghanistan was funded by al Qaida and
therefore raore advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan. The training at al

Faroug reportedly consists of two week periods of weapons training, a basic
cornmando course, opography, and explosives.

Other Relevant Information

1) The detainee stated he had no prior military service.

2) The detainee stated even though he taught for two years at the Abu Bakur al Sadig

He didn’t carn any wages and lived off the 350 United States Dollars he brought with him
from Yemen.

The detainee stated that reading the paper gave
him the vigor to participate. The detainee believes jihad is allowed in Islam so that one
can keep one’s honor.

4) The detainee stated he bought a cassette tape by Sheikh Mugbil al Wadi’i. On the tape,
the Sheikh discussed Afghanistan being a true Islamic state and the necessity for Muslims
to be there. The detainee stated he concluded from the cassette {ape that Afghanistan was
more of an Islamic society than Yemen.

a. Sheikh al Wadi has been identified as a supporter of the Taliban and jihad.

6) The detainee stated that Mohamed Said Dayan is a teacher of the Koran and convinced
the detainee that he should go fight with the Taliban.

a. Dayan reportedly facilitated travel for Yemeni men to Afghanistan for training
and served as a senior leader at the front lines North of Kabul, Afghanistan.

7) The detainee stated he made the decision to go to Afghanistan with the idea of exploring
the culture and country and to see if it was a true Islamic State. The detainece stated that
Sa’ed paid for the detainee’s passport and accompanied him on his trip.

8) The detainee stated that upon receiving his passport, he traveled from Zungbar, Yemen,
to Sanaa, Yemen. From Sanaa, the detainee stated he flew to Dubai, United Arab
Emirates, where be changed planes and traveled to Karachi, Pakistan. The detainee
stated he stayed in Karachi for a week wandering around and shopping. From Karachi,
the detainee took a bus to Quetta, Pakistan and went to a religious center.

9) The detainee stated that in Quetta, Pakistan, “he stayed in a Taliban guest house.
10) The detainee stated that from Quetta, Pakistan he traveled to Buldak, Afghanistan.

11) The detainee stated he traveled to Buldak, Afghanistan, where he stayed in another
‘Taliban guest house that housed Afghanis and Pakistanis.

12) The detainee stated that from Buldak, Afghanistan, he traveled to Kandahar,
Afghanistan. The detainee stated he spent four to five days at a Taliban house in
Kandahar, Afghanistan,

13) They detainee stated that during his travel to Kandahar, Afghanistan, he stayed at third
Taliban guest house.

a. ‘Reportedly, the Taliban office in Quetta, Pakistan, helped Arabs cross the border into
Afghanistan by coordinating travel and lodging for a fee.

14) The detainee stated that after spending sometime in Kandahar, Afghanistan, he went to
Kabul, Afghanistan, where he stayed at another guest house. While at this guest house,
the detainee was visited by a Taliban soldier who told him the Taliban needed people to
fight up north.

17) The detainee stated that he fought with the Taliban voluntarily.
b) Connections/Associations
1} The detaince admitted to being a member of the 55th Arab Brigade.

a. The 55th Arab Brigade was Usama bin Laden's primary formation supporting Taliban
objectives against the Northern Alliance and Coalition Forces.

2) The detainge identified the General of the non-Afghan Taliban troops who were
positioned on the front line. The detainee stated that the General would visit the troops
once to twice a week depending on the current situation.

a. The General is reportedly a senior al Qaida member and former commander of the
Arab Brigade.

3) The detainee stated he saw Usama bin Laden in Tora Bora. Usama bin
Laden spoke to his group for three to four minutes,

4) The detainge stated he rode on the bus with a number of Taliban and Jamat-al-Tabiligh
members.

a. Jamat-at-Tabiligh has been supporting Islamic terrorist groups in south and Southeast
Asia under the cover of conducting religious activities. The group is closely aligned
with other Pakistani terrorist organizations and the al Qaida network.

5) The detainee stated that one of the Jamat-al-Tabiligh members instructed him to proceed
to another Jamat-al-Tabiligh house in Kandahar, Afghanistan where he stayed for two to
three days.

¢) Other Relevant Data

1) The detainee was as an administrator on the front lines and was injured in his arm and
stomach during the retreat from Takhar to Konduz, Afghanistan.

2) The detainee was identified as a person who fought in Northern Afghanistan and fought
with an Argb unit.

a. The Arab unit reportedly fought on the front line North of Kabul, Afghanistan. The
Taliban supported the Arab unit by providing food, drinks, ammunition and one pick-
up truck for the group. Al Qaida also supported the fighters by providing a place for
rest and relaxation as well as other logistical support.

3) The detainee was reportedly on the front line carrying a Kalashnikov rifle.

4) The detainee reportedly drove a white Toyota pickup truck, which he used to pick up
supplies from the market and the al Wafa charity organization. The detainee delivered
the supplies to the fighters on the front lines,

a. Executive Order 13224 lists al Wafa as a Specially Designated Global Terrorist
Entity,

5) The detainee was reportedly captured with a Kalashnikov rifle.

a. {U) An Administrative Review Board (ARB) was held pertaining to the subject Enemy
Combatant (EC).- In reaching the ARB’s conclusions and recommendations, the ARB
considered both classified and unclassified information. The following record of the
proceedings presents the factors the ARB used in making its recommendation.

2. (U) Synopsis of Proceedings

a. (U) The EC declined to attend the ARB, and consequently the Board convened without
the EC present.

b. (U) The Designated Military Officer (DMO) presented the Unclassified Summary in both
written and oral form.

c. (U) The Assisting Military Officer (AMO) presented the Notification of the Decision of
an ARB as Exhibit EC-A, identified herein as enclosure (2). The AMO then presented the
Enemy Combatant Election Form as Exhibit EC-B, identified herein as enclosure (3).
Exhibit EC-B indicated the EC affirmatively declined to appear personally in the ARB
proceedings.

d. (U) The ARB confirmed a translator who spoke the same language as the EC was present
during the AMQ’s interview. Additionally, the ARB confirmed the Unclassified Summary
of Evidence was read and translated to the EC, and the EC appeared to understand the
process.

e. (U) The unclassified portion of the proceedings was adjourned. The ARB convened the
classified session and the DMO presented the Classified Summary. The ARB panel
members reviewed the classified exhibits and closed the session for deliberation.

f. (U) The ARB has complied with the Detainee Treatment Act of 2005. In making a
determination of status or disposition of this EC, the ARB has assessed, fo the extent
practicable, whether any statement derived from or relating to this EC was obtained as a
result of coercion; and the probative value, if any, of any such statement. In addition, the
ARB considered any new evidence that became available relating to the enemy combatant
status of this EC.

3. (U) Summary of hiformation Considered

2) The detainee stated he went to Quetta, Pakistan and stayed in a house next to a mosque
for about thirty days. Many Afghanis in this house had broken arms, legs, and other
wounds, The detainee understood this was a recovery house for the Taliban,

3) The detainee stated that while at Konduz, Afghanistan, the Saudi Arabian man gave the
detainee two choices: either to stay in Konduz for da’wa or to join the Saudi Arabian man
and the Sandi Arabian man's followers to fight in the front line against the Northern
Alliance. The detainee chose to join Saudi Arabian man and the others.

4) A big truck arrived and picked up the detainee, Saudi Arabian man and the others. The
truck was full of Pakistanis, Arabs and Uzbeks, all with weapons. The detainee stated
they were Talban fighters. The detainee stated that he and some Arabs went to a bunker

area on the second line while the Taliban fighters went to the front line.

The Saudi Arabian man was an al Qaida recruiter who enticed Saudi youth into seeking
military training similar to that taught at the al Farongq training camp.

The detainee stated that many fighting men of different nationalities stayed at the house
and that vans transported the fighters back and forth from the guest house to the front
lines.

The detainee stated that he and others were transported to a bunker area on the second
line, while the Taliban fighters went to the front line.

The detainee stated he remained a guard for several months until the American bombing
started. The detainee ended up briefly on the front line in the hills. When it was time to
withdraw, the detainee and others stayed at a house in Konduz, Afghanistan. The Taliban
reached an agreement with General Dostam's forces allowing the Pakistanis and Arabs to
withdraw through Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan. The detainee went to Mazar-g-Sharif and
surrendered his weapon, The detainee and others got on a truck unarmed and went on
their way to Herat, Afghanistan, led by a vehicle from General Dostum's forces

The detainee stated that he and the others arrived at a castle called al-Janki. The detainee
spent the night in the basement of the castle. The following morning after the detainee
was taken out into the yard, an explosion took place in the building. The guards at the
castle started randomly shooting and many prisoners were killed. The detainee stated he
ran away from the building, but was shot in the back.

10) Al Janki is an Afghanistan castle outside the city of Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan.

11) The detainee stated he was shot in the hip during the uprising and fled to cover under a.

The Northem Alliance forced the detainee and others out of the basement with hand
grenades, gasoline and water.

detainee was able to visually identify the 7.62mm AK-47, 7.62mm PK, 7.62 RP-46,
RPG-7, and the 7.62mm SKS/Type 56. The detainee stated he had seen them in
Afghanistan.

¢} Other Relevant Data

1) The deiainee stated he left Sudan in 1997 to work in Saudi Arabia. The detainee worked
from job to job over a period of four and a half years. The detainee felt called to spread
the message of Islam (da’wa) in other countries and later decided to follow his feelings
regarding da’wa.

2) The detainee was shown the Mazar-e-Sharif video. The detainee was underground and
therefore missed a lot the action that took place within the fortress. The detainee stated he
felt sad about watching his brothers die. However, he was interested in knowing who the
American was who was killed and was interested in watching the video clip of the twin
towers burn, The detainee showed excitement when watching the fight and stated he
would very likely return to his country and raise arms against the United States again.

3) Analias of the detainee's name was found on an al Qaida affiliated document recovered
from an al Qaida safe house in Pakistan,

4. The following primary factors favor release or transfer:

a) The detainee stated he did not have any knowledge of attacks in the United States prior to
their execution on 11 September 2001 and also denied knowledge of any rumors or plans of
future attacks on the United States or United States interests.

b) The detainee stated that he began providing guidance on Islam approximately five years
prior to his capture and traveled to Pakistan to guide Pakistani Muslims on how to pray, to fast,
and how to pray at a cemetery.

c) The detainee stated he never met Usama bin Laden or any high-ranking members of the
Taliban or al Qaida. The detainee never heard of any fatwa against America. The detainee does
not know of anyone that trained for or was asked to participate in a martyrdom mission.

d) The detainee stated he did not attend any formal training camp, and has no knowledge of
specific training with explosives or chemical, biological, and nuclear materials.

¢) The detainee stated he believes that Islam is not a religion of fighting.

f)  During an interview on 22 August 2005, the detainee stated he feit like he was being
punished for being honest. The detainee stated he told the first Administrative Review Board

that he would kill Americans if they invaded his country. He went on to say that he believes
this statement is keeping him incarcerated at Guantanamo Bay. The detainee stated if released,
he would not go to Iraq to kill Americans and his only desire is o return to Sudan, marry, and
start a family. He added, after his experience in Afghanistan, he would never return there,

1. (U) Introduction

a. (U) An Administrative Review Board (ARB) was held pertaining to the subject Enemy
Combatant (EC).  In reaching the ARB’s conclusions and recommendations, the ARB
considered both classified and unclassified information. The following record of the
proceedings presents the factors the ARB used in making its recommendation.

2. (U) Synopsis of Proceedings

a. (U) The detainee declined to attend the ARB, and consequently the Board convened
without the detainee present.

b. (U) The Designated Military Officer (DMO) presented the Unclassified Summary in both
written and oral form.

~¢. (U) The Assisting Military Officer (AMQ) presented the Notification of the Decision of
an ARB as Exhibit EC-A, identified herein as enclosure (2). The AMO then presented the
Enemy Combataat Election Form as Exhibit EC-B, identified herein as enclosure (3).
Exhibit EC-B indicated the detainee affirmatively declined to appear personally in the ARB
proceedings. The AMO verbally summarized comments the detainee made during the
AMO’s interview. These comments are documented in Exhibit EC-B.

d. (U) The ARB confirmed a translator who spoke the same language as the detainee was
present during the AMO’s interview. Additionally, the ARB confirmed the Unclassified
Summary of Evidence was read and translated to the detainee, and the detainee understood
the process.

e. {U) The unclassified portion of the proceedings was adjourned. The ARB convened the
classified session and the DMO presented the Classified Summary, The ARB panel
members reviewed the classified exhibits and closed the session for deliberation.

f. (1) The ARB has complied with the Detainee Treatment Act of 2005. In making a
determination of status or disposition of this detainee, the ARB has assessed, to the extent
practicable, whether any statement derived from or relating to this defainee was obtained as a
result of coercion; and the probative value, if any, of any such statement. In addition, the
ARB considered any new evidence that hecame available relating to the enemty combatant
status of this detainee.

3. (U) Summary of Information Considered

a. () The ARB reviewed the ARB 3 package.

1. An Administrative Review Board will be convened to review your case to determine if your
continued detention is necessary.

2. The Administrative Review Board will conduct a comprehensive review of all reasonably
available and relevant information regarding your case. At the conclusion of this review the

Board will make a recommendation to: (1) release you to your home state; (2) transfer you to

your home state, with conditions agreed upon by the United States and your home state; or (3) :
continue your detention under United States control.

3. The following primary factors favor continued detention:
a) Commitment

1) The detainee stated that after serving a year and a half in the Army, he left for
Afghanistan to learn Arabic, study the Koran, and find the Taliban, The detainee chose
Afghanistan over fran and Pakistan because Afghanistan had an Islamic government.

2) The detainee stated he saw on television that there was a war in Afghanistan. The
detainee then went to Afghanistan to study and look for the Taliban. Upon arriving in
Herat, Afghanistan, the detainee met with a Taliban officer who sent him to Kandahar,
Afghanistan, to see an individual. After meeting the individual, the detainee ended up on
the front line in Kandahar.

3) The detainee was identified as having served on the northern front lines.

4) The detainee admitted to attending the Lezgi Mashid Mosque in Baku, Azerbaijan, every
Friday.

i) Following the collapse of the Soviet Union and the subsequent influx into Azerbaijan
of Wahabist missionary groups, the Lezgi Mosque in Baku, Azerbaijan, became
known as one of the more extremist mosques where radicals congregated.
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b) Training

1) The detainee stated he joined the Azerbaijani Army in 1998. In the army, the detainee
was taught how to kill with a Kalashnikov. The detainee did not receive training on any
other weapons.

2) A month after the meeting with the leader of the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan, the
detainee was sent to al Farouq training camp in Kandahar, Afghanistan.

i) The al Farouq Training Camp in Afghanistan was funded by al Qaida and therefore
more advanced than other training camps in Afghanistan. The training at al Faroug
consists of two week periods of weapons training, a basic commando course,
topography, and explosives.

3) The detainee was identified as having attended basic training at the al Farouq training
camp in Kandahar, Afghanistan, which included a topography course.

4) The detainee, while in Kabul, Afghanistan, was issued an AKM-762 rifle. The detainee
never received any training for this weapon and he never used this weapon. He was
initially provided with 120 rounds of ammunition and was instructed to only use it when
directed.

c) Connections/Associations

1} The leader of the al Qaida Kavkaz terrorist group came into contact with the detainee in
Kandahar and Kabul, Afghanistan in 2001,

2) The detainee was arranged housing in Kabul, Afghanistan where individuals associated
with the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan were living, including an al Qaida militant
leader.

3) In 2001, the detainee was brought from Kandahar to Kabul, Afghanistan, where the
detainee met with the leader of the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan,

4) The detainee stated he was in Khojahar, Afghanistan, in Aug 2001, when he met some
Taliban members at a food market. The detainee then joined the Taliban as a guard,
guarding food supplies.

5) The detainee stated that his commander was in charge of approximately 500-1000
Pakistani men and there were Arabs and Uzbeks serving in units nearby.

The detainee’s name was on 2 list recovered during a raid on a safe house in Karachi,
Pakistan. This safe house was suspected of being associated with al Qaida.

Intent

When asked if he would return to Afghanistan to fight against America, the detainee
stated, "What has America ever done for me?”

The detainee stated the United States runs the entire world and has corrupted
other societies with its blasphemies, citing television and homosexuality as examples.

Other Relevant Data

The detainee stated that while in Khojahar, Afghanistan, he was injured in his right arm
during an artillery attack by Northern Alliance Forces. The detainee then went to
Konduz, Afghanistan, in September 2001 and remained there until November 2001. The
detainee stated he surrendered to General Dostum in November 2001,

The detainee initially stated the 9/11 attack was not justified, but then went on to
justify the attack by saying the Koran altows for Muslims to take revenge on a one on one
basis. The detainec later stated he did believe the 9-11 attack was justified.

4, The following primary factors favor release or transfer:

a)

The detaince denied having any knowledge of the attacks in the United States prior to

their execution on 11 September 2001. The detainee also denied knowledge of any rumors or
plans of future attacks on the United States or United States interests. The detainee denied any
knowledge or planning of internal uprisings at the Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, detention facility.

b)

The detainee claimed he did not have any knowledge of the Islamic Revolutionary

Groups or their activity in Azerbaijan.
